TN \/IEW OF'l' 1-lE .RAPI 1) MOV-
I ING of events in the prcseiit world-
vicle revival, we believe that a statement
is in order from TilE VOICE OF

First of all we repeat, what we have said
many times before, that TIIE VOICE
OF hEALING is in no sense a denomi-
nation or a rcligious organization, BUT
RATHER AN ASSOCIATION
OF E\TANGELISTS, OF MANY
c;R OU PS, who have joined together for
the purpose of promoting world—wide re-
vival, and who use THE VoICE OF
TILALING magazine in their campaigns
as a means of making known to the pco—
pit the woiiderful works of God that arc
now taking I)Iaee.

it is not to be thought strange that, iii
a revival of such proportions, sonic good
peopl( should inisunderstand us ai id l)C r—

-haps speak adversely against us. Not-
with-standing, if we expect to have cod's
blessing upon us we must, like good sol-
diers, be able tO take unjust criticism,
expecting God to vindlicate us and our
motives in his due time.

The greatest weapon that. Satan has
is the one that sows suspiciOli and misun-
derstanding. The devil, being the "accuser
of the brethren," is continually at work
to - produce ill—will and enmity aiiion'
God's people. Against this. l'l-I F VOICE
OF HEAIJ NG labors at all times to pro-
mote unity and nnderstwiding between
the children of the Lord!

As an example of the enemy's work,
rumors go out, from time to time, that
the real jurpose of TilE VOICE 01'
1-IEAL1NG is to start another religious
organization. it is enough to state thai
site/i rumors are utter fabrications! I .ike
the "protocols of Zion,'' no such l)laliS
exist except Iii the imagination of mis
guided persons. Our evangelists move
freely in all the Full Gospel organiza -
tions (IS well as among independent
groups! if THE VOiCE OF 1-IEAI.
ING were itself a denoitiination, one
could easily see how the usefulness of

the evangelists and their field of ministry
would be greatly curtailed.

THE VOICE OF HEA:LING c;rer-
cises no control over the lives of ifs eva-mi-
gelists c.tcept to ask f/tat each one conduct
his lal,ors in a manner that will build
confidence in the in mist r't.' of deliverance
among the people of God! TFI F VOICE
OF I-I EAI.I N G does not make arrange-
ments and appointments for the cain-
)aigns of its evangelists. They are free to
come and go as the Spirit leads them!

The)' are, lwwevcr, asked to labor in
site/i a way as to produce harmony and
good—will among those with whom they
minister! Most of the evangelists are af-
filiated with sonic Full Gospel group.
THE VOICE OF HEALING recog-
nizes that each evangelist owes certain
responsibilities, first to his own group,
then also to the whole body of Christ.

\Ve emphasize that 'I'HE VOICE 01"
I-I EALI NG directory does not include all
the iiicn whom God i using in the dc—
livcrance ministry by any means. Appli-
cations for fellowship in.'l'l—l F \0 ICE
O F I-I FALL NG are steadily received at
our office. IVlanv of these are from out-
standing evangelists, but the applications
can only be passed on at a time when the
associates meet. These meetings occur at
rather widely spaced intervals. Moreover.
accordling to our constitution, a immami is
expected to have a mature ministrv be-

fore he •is accepted into TI-fE VOiCE
OF I-I FALl NG directory. Sometimes a
name cannot be accepted because full in-
formation is not available at the time the
evangelist's nlinistry has reached that ma—
to rity.

A.s our readers know, many writers
contribute to TI-IE VOICE OF HEAL-
ING. The evangelists themselves have
aqreed, however, that the FEATIJ REI)
E\TANGELISTS' SECTION should be
shared on a cooperative basis, the space
of which each evangelist s/tall have equal
opport•uniti' to aiail himself!

'I'lie associates have also aqreed that if,
and when, any evaiigelis shoitld lind it
expedient to have a niagazine of his own,
his nani e will no longer be carried in
THE VOICE OF 1-I l.AL1 NG. since he
vill then have his own means of l)tll)
licizing his work. Hut this onimissioii, of
course, must not be interpreted as a re-
Ilection against that evangelist. iii ti'-
tically- all but very rare instances, those
who have been associated with 'fl-I F
VOICE OF hEALiNG in the l)ast are
still our good friends.

in a number of cases 'l'\Ji—I evang'-
lists have settled down to a pastoral win—
istrv and -this also automatically causes
their names to be withdrawn. Since hun-
drcdls upon hundreds of pastors have ex-
cellent success themselves in ministering
to the sick, it can -easily be seen how space
limitations would make it impossible to
carry the names of awv but evangelists
who are on the-field. Moreover, if a pas-
tor's name was included in the directors',
it would l)e of no adlvantagu to him, since
he is not in a position to accept calls for
cailipaigils.

it goes without saying that 'l'I-l E
VOICE OF HEALING associates re-
quest 'that each of their n-umber shall
minister according to the golden rule
and have due consideration for the pas-
tors. No matter how great a revival may
come to a community, unless that revival
is so dircted s to bless the local church-
es, the pastors will not be enthusiastic
about it. Therefore, our associates request

T I-IL GREA1'JLS'l''l' HRTLL that ever came to my . life
caine at the time I was in deep sin and could find no way

out. It was then I turned to God and met the Lover of my soul.
When I gave my heart to Jesus. I gave Him everything I had.
About twO years later. I was gloriously filled with the Holy
c;host andi 1'0\ver. From that time. I felt someday the Lord
wouI(l use me, somehow, in TIis service.

CALLED. INTO GOD'S SERVICE
A few years later, while I was going to college at Baylor

University. sonic friends of mine and I were conducting week—
end revival services, when I felt that God had definitely called
inc to H is service.

I put that call to the test, as I wanted to be sure that the
Lord wanted to use tile. I asked the Lord if He wanted to use
me, to put IIis approval upon my ntinistry by saving souls in
our next weekend revival. My ansiver came ; for, in th next
meeting, .21 souls were saved in three services. From that time
on, I had a passion to seesouls saved.

SOMETHING WAS MISSING IN MY LIFE
When I got out of school, the Great Revival of Deliverance

was in the beginning. I began to preach revivals over the coun-
try and, for about two years, God blessed, But I was still not
seeing the greatness of Pentecostal power in action. I was filled
with the 1101)1 Ghost, but something was missing in my life! I
began to search my heart and life and to get closer to God. In
about a year's time the niiracle took place that gave me the
power to pray the prayer of faith and set the captives free.

MANY ASKED HOW THE DELIVERANCE MINISTRY
CAME TO ME

This is the story of how the power to deliver the captives
came to me:

Many have asked tile the question, "1-low did 'you get into time
ministry of deliverance?" or.

The Bi—
hhe promises dleliveramice for the sick amid, therefore, the Word
of God is my life story.

I have noticed that whemi .1 tell the people 1 have no astound-
imig testimony, sonic of them liecome crestfallen. I have no
scruples against those who have such wonderful testimonies
however, that just didn't happen to tile.
I FOUND THE SCRIPTURE — "THESE SIGNS SHALL FOLLOW'

THEM THAT BELIEVE!"
It seemed every time I heard one of the brethren in the heal-

ing ministry tell of his experience of inspired faith, I would
leave disappointed, for I didn't have the prerequisites.. Either the
preacher had been on his death bed and God healed him and
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spoke to Iimm, or he had been given \'iSmOmlS o hmntselt deliver—
imig humanity. I had never been sick, was perfectly healthy.
and did itot have dreams amid visions. It looked hopeless. One
clay I read in Mark where "thesc signs shall follow them that
helievc." I beg;m to study what the word "believers" means. As
I did. I saw that 1 could be A I3ELIEVFR.

A THEME FROM AN OLD-TIME PREACHER ASSISTED ME:
\7s,Iith this scripture and a theme from the life of one of our

old—time preachers, "Preach the Word and hold on to God, itit—
til the signs follow," I began to pray. . prayed hours each day.
Often times I would pray at night after the services were over.
I prayed until I almost hadl a nervous breakdown. At the same
time I was praying, I preached -at night. •This left me quite
weary. There were many weeks and months during this time
I became disappointed because I could see 110 change; but every
time I did, the theme I had chosen cheered inc on, "Preach the
Word and hole! on to God, till the signs follow!"

11e and his wife, Rose. 'ho has
l)rovedl to be a most fortunate choice
as a life companion, together decided
to consecrate not only their lives to
God, but to place their entire business
in God's hands. Beginning from that
day, they invited God to be their full
partner in all their plans.

That decision resulted in the whole
course of their lives being changed.
Shortly afterward, 13 rother Shakariàn
made his first effort in a practicil way
of promoting evangelism, by sponsor-
ing a Holy Ghost revival. This proved
to be so successful that he was led to
assist in other meetings. It was not
long before his business took a turn
for the better and he began to notice
that everything he put his hand to
seemed to prosper.

VISIONED THE UNITY OF GOD'S
PEOPLE

As a result of sponsoring these re-
vivals, Demas Shakarian came to be
recognized as one of the leading fig-
ures among Full Gospel circles around
Los Angeles. One of his, close friends
was the late 1)r.

The opportunity presented itself
sooner than he thought. Some of the
young people believed that the time
had con-ic to have a great rally in the
Shrine Auditorium. But where was the
money to come from, in order to do
this? Then one cla, at a dinner with
a number of business men, Brother
Shakarian poured his heart out to them
of his hopes and plans. Before he knew
what was happening, men cinie walk-
ing up to him with bills of larg de-,
nomination. When it was counted, he
found that actually $6,200.00 had been
given. Soon the rally, which was to
make history among the young people
of Southern California, was held in the
Shrine Auditorium.

So far as we know, no other
religious group, previous to this event,
had ever attenll)ted a similar demon-
stration.

examine the first issue of the FULL GOSPEL

During this time we were occupied
in organizing large healing campaigns
in various parts of the country. In Jan-
uary, 1949, with t\vo other evangelists
we laid plans for a union healing re-
vival in the city of Los Angeles. \Ve
had met Brother Shakarian two years
before, but it was at this time that a
close friendship 'as formed between
us. He assisted us in this revival, along
with other brethren, L. B. Lewis, Louis
Turnhull. and Roy Kopp.

Night after night the various audi-
toriums that were engaged were filled
to capacity. Finally the meeting \vent
into the Shrine Auditorium, which was
far from adequate to seat the crowds
which attended. It was the greatest
sustained revival that Los Angeles had
had for a' number of years. On one
night, when ministers present were
asked to stand, no less than five hun-
dred rose to their feet.
INSPIRED DENOMINATIONAL LEADERS

TO SPONSOR LARGE UNION
CAMPAIGNS

During that meeting we became ac-
quainted with a large number of spirit-
ually minded men of the denomina-
tional world who, during the campaign.
became convinced that the days of
mass evangelism were not over. They
told us that they felt that large evan-
gelistic efforts might be possible, even
among the denominational groups.
Months later they cooperated in the
Billy Graham revival, the first of his
campaigns that received national pub-
licity.

After the Los Angeles campaign,
which we have mentioned, Dema Sha-
karian continued his labors in union
efforts. Several times he was chairman
in die sponsoring and organizing of
great healing revivals that have had
a vicle effect in this great metropolitan
area.

HIS PERSONAL BUSINESS. Mti)E
TO PROSPER

All during this time, the business
affairs of Brother Shakarian continued
to prosper. A large. drive-in dairy was
founded, which included over a thou-
sand milk cattle. The dairy is located
near Downey, California, and serves
between two thousand and twenty-five
hundred customers daily.

That. is only one project in his vari-
ous business activities. God so pros-
pered him that he was able to build
and equip two great shopping centers
which are served by the most modern
methods of merchandising. Recently it
was our privilege to visit one of these
establishments. These enterprises are
an objcct lesson to Christians, in that
they show that God is willing to pros-
ler His people, if they will use their
prosperity for His glory.

ORGANIZED FULL GOSPEL BUSINESS
MEN'S FELLOWSHIP

There was yet another dream that
Demas Shakarian longed to see ful-
filled—that was a Full Gospel business
men's fellowship. It was his conviction
that one of the most powerful assets
of the Church was not being fully used
—the potential power of the business

men of the Church. Such a plan of
bringing men together who belonged
to various religious groups, but who
had a common faith in God's power,
could only be achieved by getting
others to share hisvision of the unity
of the Body of Christ. Step by step
God opened the way.

The great meetings and rallies that
had been held brought these various
business men together in such a way
that Brother Shakarian and others felt
that the time was- near to take this
great step. The projected plan of a
business men's fellowship came to frui-
tion at the close of the Oral Roberts.
meeting in Los Angeles, when the
iorming of the fellowship was con-
suinmated.

FELLOWSHIP IS NON.SECTABIAN

It was my privilege one evening to
sit clown, with Brother Shakarian for
several hours while lie, sketched fur--
ther plans that had been made, and
the Fellowship constitution that had
been prepared. The whole program
was to center around the Church—it
was, to he by the Church, for the
Church, and of- the Church. The fel-
lowship was to be eptirelv non-sec-
tarian in nature. The purpose was to
encourage fellowship nd inity among
the business men of the Full Gospel
group and. at the same time, secure
their united strength in combined ef-
forts to advance the Gospel.

Stout h,awsers were attached
and large tugs tried to pull the ship off.
All was in vain. Day alter day the men
tried, every means they could think of.

After one very discouraging day;
Grandfather came home went in a room
by himself, fell on his kness and prayed
earnestly.' He said afterwards that he
told his. Lord that he had tried to serve
Him faithfully and uphold the honor of
a Christian. and that if he could not get
the ship off, it would mean his financial
ruin, for he \'as responsible for its
safety. It would mean the ruin of his
business, throw all the workmen out of
work and cause hardship to their tam-
'lies.

"0 Lord," he said, "if I cannot make
thi&' good to the owners, it will bring
discredit on me as a Christian and dis-
honor Thy name. Now Lord, I need help."
He prayed until he felt a definite as-
surance that his prayer was heard, so
he arose and retired for the night and
slept peacefully.

Next morning the highest tide ever
known here came up,. and u, washed
Over the big docks, and gently lifted the
heavy freight steamer ont of it muddy
grave!

1953, a second
floor tenant came running up the stairs,
asking us to call the fireman, as the apart-
ment house was on fire.

We were iroth working, nights; there-
fore. were sleeping at the time. My wife
awakened and rushed down the stairs but.
because I waited to call the firemen, I
found I was'trapped.

I. dropped in mid-air from the bedroom
window and, only by a miracle performed
by God, was I. enabled to catch onto a
blind on the second floor'window and hold
to it until the firemen came with a ladder!

Our apartment was fifty (50) feet from
the ground and the firemen and our
friends were amazed that a man weigh-
ing 194 pounds. as I did, could hold onto
a blind until he was rescued.

This has been a great testimony to
many and has given us several opportuni-
ties to speak in different churches and
over, the radio, that God be glorified in
all things!

[We thank the Lord for the won-
derful work accomplished by the Mis-
sionaries all over the world, and for
the establishing of local Mission
houses and stations.]
A MISSION STATION had been es-

tablished near the village where Lula
was born, and she, with other children.
vas constant in her attendance.

11cr mother was undcr' fhc do;ninalioii
of the witch doctor, as were all 'the' 'vii-
'lagers. 'l'he witch doctor began to get
jealous and infuriated at the leseiiing of
his kower over these young ones; there-
fore, he adopted all kinds of ways-to try
to prevent their attendance at the Mis-
sion school,

But still they continued to steal, away
on every possible occasion to schoo', and
were being instructedin the faith of Jesus
by the teachers. Things however, were
heading for a climax.

The witch doctor, unwilling to lose,his
power and authority, worked upon the
mind of the poor heathen mother of Lula..
Once he made her pour boiling water
over her little girl, to prevent her from
going to the, mission. However, she was
so faithful-to the mission teaching that
nothing would hinder her from. slipping
away to school.

The heathen mother was assured by'
the witch doctor that evil spirits were ex-
ercising their influence over the little girl.
He persuaded her that something must be
done. One night as Lula was returning to
her village, 'she was laid hold of by the
"devil doctor" and others, and taken out
into the forest, and there bound hand and
foot to a large Banyan tree, "to exercise
the devil of the Jesus doctrine out of her,"
they said.

They returned to their village expecting
that this would be the last they would see
of her. But they reckoned without God,
for this little girl had learned to', trust
Jesus that .no harm would befall he!

In the morning the "devil dctor,'.' her
mother, and others went out to see:whdt
happened to her during the night. Irñ
agine their astonishment to find her haP-
py, with no apparent harm done to. hei
by the beasts of the forest. About twenty
feet from her wds well.trodden 'path
over i),hich it was evident the animals
had been passing all night. long. Dfv-ine
providence never permitted' them to get
nearer than the. path!

When asked about the lions, she said,
"Yes, they marched ro,und:atzd round the
tree all night long, roaring and making a
terrible noise,. but they could not, harm
me because . teacher told me, Jesus would
always protect us, if, we trusted Him; so
I just asked Him to take care of me!

VTE RETURNED FROM.GUATE-
VV MALA, Central America, this

spring with an indescribable burden
on our hearts; a burden that seemed
to increase almost hourly. We were
feeling the responsibility of doing
more, arid more, to spread the Gos-
pel to the un-reached portions of the
earth. It seemed as though a heavy
cloud of anointing rested on us day
and night during those four weeks
in which the Spirit was chartering
our future course for greater world
evangelism.

DOORS ARE FAST CLOSING TO
MISSIONARIES IN FOREIGN

LANDS!
We are thankful for what we have

been privileged to do, but we realize that
more MUST be done, and that quickly!
The doors which are closing to the mis-
slonaries have caused us great concern,
and the hunger of the heathen for the
Gospel has cried out to us night and day.
All these things, we took to the Lord in
prayer, and asked Him what we could do
to speed the Gospel to every nation, tribe,
kindred and tongue, in a greater way.
As we waited upon Him, He. began to
talk to our hearts unfolding a plan which
will certainly accomplish much toward
getting the Gospel of the Kingdom to
the uttermost part of the earth.

PLAN TO SEND OUT NATIVE
MISSIONARIES TO UNREACHEI)

TRIBES!
This is the plan: To make it possible

for hundreds of native preachers all over
the world to become pioneer missionaries
to the unreached tribes and areas of
their own countries, by giving them the
monthly assistance necessary, just as .we
do in sending out missionaries from the
United States.

[The regular foreign missionary funds
of the organizations at home are con-
stantly being exhausted sending out mis-
slonaries, building Revival Centers, and
constructing and maintaining Bible Insti-

• tutes to train the natives, while the native
churches are doing all they can do to
support their pastors and build their
native churches; thus, no means has
heretofore been available to send natives
as missionaries. This is our aim.]

Guatemala is a staggering example of
the need forthis plan. TwO thirds of her
population is made up of pure-blood prim-
itive Indians, who live exactly as they
did even years before the early Spanish
conquest, speaking their own language,
and running their owr vast communities,
steeped in the very deoths of the most
heathen paganism.

NATIVE MISSIONARY IS EQUIPPED
WITH LATGUAGE; BUT NEEDS

FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE
Because of constant trade with the

Spanish people, by these Indians, scores
of the Spanish preachers speak these In-
dian Dialects fluently and understand

their customs. They can, therefore, ac-
complish infinitely more, ministering to
them, than the best white missionary, for
a tenth of the financial support. But. there
has, heretofore, been no means by which
the Spanish preachers could be supported
in pioneer missionary ministry among
these tribes

Similar conditions exist all over the
world, and the native preachers can ef-
fectively invade these areas with the
Gospel, if they are supported long enough
to establish thr work on the indigenous
basis.

NATIVE MINISTERS WILL BE SUP-
PORTED ThROUGH ESTABLISHED

FULL GOSPEL ORGANIZATIONS
Through the Full Gospel organizations

which are already established on the dif-
ferent fields of the world, and under the
direction of a board of capable advisors,
native preachers, who are definitely called
of God anointed of the Holy Ghost, and
whO have a burning passion for souls,
will be sent to these unreached tribes of
their own countries by giving them a
small monthly financial assistance. This
assistance will be given to these native
pioneer preachers only for such a time
as is absolutely necessary for their work
to become indigenous and self supporting.
When this goal has been attained, this
assistance will be given to another, or a
pastor will be put over these Christians,
and the pioneer preacher will go on to
another area, where the Gospel is not
known, and proclaim Christ, with signs
following.

This assistance will be granted through
the Foreign Missionary Depart inent of, or
through the Field Supervisors for the
Full Gospel organisations, under whose
supervision these native preachers are
being assisted.Already we have contacted over a
dozen Field Supervisors, whom we know
personally, whose fields - we know, and
whose native workers we know. The re-
sults thus far have been most gratifying!

Since we knew this plan was of God,
we believed it would be an error not to
work, as far as possible, with the Full
Gospel organizations we are acquainted
with here in the States; therefore, we
decided to meet withthe Foreign Missions
Boards of these organizations. We have

met with the Church of God at Cleveland,
Tennessee, and with the Assemblies of
God in Springfield, Missouri. Both of
these organizations recognize this as a
plan inspired of the Holy Ghost, and have
given, it their warmest approval. Space
does not permit my giving the details of
the perfect harmony which prevailed in
both of these meetings.

(We will be meeting with other Full
Gospel Organizations as soon as possible.)

So now, in one month's time, I am
able to report much progress to you from
the ASS'N FOR NATIVE EVANGE-
LISM.

ADVISORY BOARD OF FULL GOSPEL
MINISTERS

Determined not, to create another or-
ganizátion, and having no constitution
and . by-laws, we have endeavored to as-
sure the public of the careful and ac-
curate handling of the funds contributed
for this crusade by setting up an Ad-
visory Board of consecrated Full Gospel
Ministers whose character and reputable
influence in their respective fields would
create unquestionable confidence that this
WORLD-V'ANGELISTIC ENTERPRISE
operate in careful accordance with its de-
clared purposes.

The following men have consented to
serve this Crusade as Advisors, making
available their council and their advice at
all times:

Rev Noel Perkin, Secretary, Foreign
Missions Department. Assemblies of God.

Rev. Paul IL Walker, Executive Mis-
sions Secretary, Church of God.

Rev. David J. Du Plessis, Field Repre-
sentative, Fr East Broadcasting Coin-
pony.

This Advisory Board, though not yet
complete, is considered as the working
committee of the Association for Native
Evangelism, and is being consulted on
all important details. We are now work-
ing out an agreeable system of choosing
native preachers, and a medium through
which we can be regularly informed of
the activities of each native assisted,
through their respective Field Super-
visors.
MONTHLY REPORT OF ROGRESS WILL

BE CARRIED BY THE VOICE OF
HEALING!

Another development has been thear-
rangements made with THE VOICE OF
HEALING to keep the public informed
of the monthly progress of this means
of "evangelizing with the natives." Each
month, space will be given for reports
concerning these pioneer preachers, con-
cernsng the money raised, and to whom
it is being sent. Each person promising
to contribute as little as $2.00 per month
for one year, toward the support of these
native pioneer missionaries, will auto-
maticaily receive THE VOICE OF HEAL-
ING for 12 full months! We consider this

as a real blessing to this Missionary Cru-
sade as it relieves us of the responsibil-
ity of informing those who invest to sup-
port these natives, by some other means;
something for which we have neither the
time nor the money to do.

Much work is yet to be done, but we
are moving with the Spirit, and we be-
lieve- that, iii a supernatural way, great
strides will be taken in a short period of
time.
SUPPORT ALREADY RAISED FOR FIFTY

NATIVE EVANGELISTS
Already, in just a few meetings, and

without the slightest exertion of pressure,
the support for over 50 pioneer native
preachers abroad has been raised for a
full year, and this is scarcely the begin-
ning. Oh, how near the heart of the
American Christian this work is! It
seems that everyone who hears of this
simple little plan of systematic giving
wants to have, •at least, a small part.
Some, who have, means to do -more.- are
doing so. A precious Christian woman,
who had received some Insurance money,
came with a check for $1,000.00! She
said that before she went to heaven she
wanted to invest all of her money in the
work of the ministry. Away over on the
other side of the world, in India, a de-
vout Christian wrote to us, stating that

they had some $12,000.00 in Canada,
which, they were considering making
available to our work. A Methodist lay-
man, a contractor, promised $50.00 each
month, and a Pentecostal, preacher and
his wife did likewise! The president of
a company, who is a devout Christian
man, told us that 'he had been praying
for something just like this to develop,
and said that, shortly, he expected to
give 90 per cent of all profits from his
private company for this support of
native missionaries!

This work of getting the Gospel to neu
tribes, areas, villages, and peoples is tlu
work nearest the heart of God! It is what
Jesus died for. It is our supreme task! It
is helping to carry out Christ's last
orders!

THESE NATIVE MINISTERS!
Let us pray daily that every dollar in-

vested in these native, ministers shall ac-
complish the most possible -for the King
dom of Heaven; and let us hold thesE
precious brethren, who will be going intc
new areas, constantly before the Throne
in prevailing prayer, that His might3
anointing shall rest upon their ministry
thus turning multitudes of heathen- frorr
darkness to the Light of the Gospel.

'-'What-a thrill it was then, as she leaned
over the side of the bed, gripped my hand
tightly, and said.

ENTECOST:,RAS PASSED THROUGH

VARIOUS CYCLES
-I'm not a novice in the Pentecostal min

istry. I celebrated iny twentieth yèai' 'on

the evangelistic field this April. We have
been through all kinds of cycles in Pente-
cost. When I was a tiny little girl, we had
the real glory, power and fire, of Pente-
costal enthusiasm. 'We had it! There were
signs, wonders, miracles and divine gifts
of the Holy Ghost operating in the serv-
ices, as God moved in our midst. Each
service was so different you didn't know
what was going to happen next. Perhaps
right in the midst of a testimony meet-
ing, the Holy Spirit would break in and
someone would rise quickly to his or,her
feet- and give a message in prophecy' or
tongues with interpretation, which wOuld
electrify' the -entire audience, and' there
would be no preaching. Just the gl'ory -of
God was sufficient. We were born in it,
friends, and it was born in us.

MJRACLFS ACCOMPANIED
RICHEY'S MEETINGS

I am just an old fashioned Pentecostal
preacher, and Divine healing goes with it!

I remember in the early days of Pente-
cost, when I was a little girl, I went to
Brother Raymond T. Richey.'s meetings.
In those days he used to load up crutches,
Canes and braces, by the truck-loads,
which had been discarded by people who
had been miraculously and gloriously
healed by the power Of God, and -take
them through the town on parade. One
night, in one of his meetings, I sat there
spell.bound, when I saw a woman raised
up off her death bed. They had brought
her on a cot. She had a large cancerous
goiter on her neck. Brother Richey pray-
ed for her, and she leaned over the cot
and expelled the cancer from her mouth
onto the floor. Those -hundreds of people
went wild, praising God! I thank the Lord
that we were born in the fire and glow -of
Pentecost.

TILE PROPhECY CYCLE
We then had a few years of drought.

We got into 'a "Prophecy• Cycle," and
everyone who came around- through our
part' of the country had a chart. They
told us about the "Four Horsemen of
Revelation" and all about the Anti-Christ
They told us about Mussolini and Hitler
and the Black Pope. -They preached to
us from Daniel and frOm Ezekiel; They
told us to watch Moscow,. Berlin, Italy,
Rome - and Washington, until we were
watching everywhere, except where we
should have been watching—the sky!
-I remember a number of years ago, I

went to the Central- Assembly of God in
Springfield, Missouri, to preach a reviyal
meeting. After I had preached about' a
week, three of the ladies came arOund- to
me, gripped my hand and said, "We're' so
glad to hear something about Jesus
Christ."

THE "EX" CYCLE
After a time, the "Prophecy Cycle" ran

its course. Then we went into an "'Ex'
Cycle." Every preacher was an "ex-prize-
fighter" an "ex-opera singer," "exmovie
star," etc. I was talking to another Pente-
costal preacher one day and said, "I don't
suppose I'll ever be a great preacher."
He asked why. I said, "I'm not an 'ex-any.
thing.' I've never been married, divorced,
or a beauty, queen, or a pugilist, and it
seems that if you aren't some -kind of an
'ex' you can never make it."

TILE MUSICAL CYCLE
We finally got through,.our " 'Ex' Cycle";

then for- ten or twelve, - years we went
through a "Musical Cycle," and everyone
whO was very successful had to play mu-
sical bottles, guitars, accordians, flutes,
trumpets, organs, or piano€. I did it too,
and I still sing every time I get a chance.
I still play the, piano.- and give everything
I have to God,, which isn't very much.
Through that period, -if you didn't have
musical talent, you couldn't get in the
crowd. That is all right too, if you can't
-get .the crowds any other way; but I be-
lieve the power and the glory of the su-
pernatural, which God instills within His
ministers, is the advertizing plan He fa-
vors for the promotion of His gospel!
JIUS ESTABLISHED HIS KINGDOM

WiTh SUPERNATURAL POWER!
Jesus established a Kingdom when He

was here upon this earth. Some say that,
one of these days, Jesus is going to be
King. My dear brother or sister, you have
it all -wrong; Jesus is already a -King!

WSUS GAVE HIS DISCIPLES POWER
AND AUTHORITY

Jesus said to his disciples, "I'll give you
power and authority!" He looked at Peter
and said—

"Peter, upon your con fession of
faith that I am the Son of the Liv-
ing God (because you see in me the
Rock upon which God promised to
build the church of the living God),
j will give unto you the keys to the
Kingdom of heaven.

Whatsoever you bind on earth, shall
be bound in heaven, and whatsoever
you loose on earth shall be loosed in
heaven." (Matt. 16:15-19)
It was my happy privilege to visit

Rome, Italy, a couple of years ago, along
with many of the other countries in Eu-
rope, on an expedition over there. As I
stood in St. Peter's Bacilica in the Vati-
àan in Rome, I stood right over the golden
altar, where they claim the bones of St.
Peter were laid. I saw the Catholic Pil-
grims there, as they were coming in for
Holy Year from all over the world. I saw
them kiss the golden altar. I saw them
bow on their knees by the thousands, to
worship the Shrine where they say the
Apostle Peter is buried. I talked to some
of them and, of course, you know they
believe that Peter was the first Bishdp

•(or Pope) of Rome.
They believe that he held the keys to

the Kingdom in his hands and that he,
in turn, passed them to the succeeding
Bishop, then each Bishop, in turn, through
the years, has passed them on down
through the Catholic church, until now—
they believe that Pope Pius presently has
the keys to the Kingdom of Heaven!
When he passes away, he will pass the
keys on to the 'next successor.
PETER AND OTHERS GIVEN KEYS

TO THE KINGDOM
I heard them tell this story over and

over, then—in the best English I could
speak—to a poor Italian Priest, I said, as
I looked at him with such compassion in
my heart, "My Dear Brother, if the Apos-
tle Peter ever was in Rome," and I dOn't
think he nor they can even prove that,
(I wanted to give him just a little bit of
insight into real Christian History), "He
was not a pastor' of a Roman Catholic
Church. If he was ever in Rome, he was
the pastor of the First Pentecostal Church
of Rome, Italy, because the Apostle Peter
received the keys to the Kingdom on the
Day of Pentecost, And, when he received
the keys to the Kingdom, one hundred
and nineteeh (119) others received them
with him."

To me, it is perfect audacity to say that
Peter held the Keys to the Kingdom in
his hand, and then went out and denied
his Lord. He didn't even get the Keys,
until the day of Pentecost.

I looked again at that Italian Priest
and said, "My -Dear Brother, the Keys
to the Kingdom were not buried there
with the bones of Peter (as some might
believe or imply they, believe), nor are
they in the hands of any ONE man to-
day! The Keys to the Kingdom are in the
hands and within the grasp of every man
or woman, who has been filled with the
blessed Holy Ghost and commissioned by
God to preach the unsearchable riches of
Jesus Christ!"

AUTHORITY IS GIVEN THROUGH
HOLY GHOST

I believe that we are chosen and or-
dained an'd 'given-Divine Authority by God
Himself! I believe- that that authority is
not within ourselves, but it is in the Holy
Ghost, within us!

The authority that Jesus gave, He gave
through the power of the Holy Spirit,
for He said—

"I go away, but I.wiul send you an-
other Comforter. When He is come;
He will abide with you forever."
(John,1O:7; 14:16)
And He further said—

"The things that I now do, shall ye
do, and greater works shall ye do,
because I go to my Father." (John
14:12)

IS ALL SUFFICIENT

I am a firm believer that anything can
happen when the power of the Holy Ghost
is present, and that not much will happen
when the anointing of the Holy Ghost is
not there. I believe 'that none of the gifts
of the Holy Spirit will operate without
the direct anointing of the Holy Ghost
to ,operate them and I believe, friends,
that when the anointing of God is upon
a congregation at the same time the
anointing of God is upon the individual
ministering to them, anything can and
will happen! And nearly everything does
happen! I believe, however, ,that Jesus
Christ deserves the glory and the credit.
The power of the Holy Ghost is our all
sufficiency!From the hour that great truth was
revealed to me, I have seen this ministry
grow. It has not been instantaneous. We
have grown in the Lord from the hour He
began this work in us. He spoke to each
of us and, oh! the thrill of having God
speak tO your heart! Too, there are many
times God draws us to Him by His Spirit,
without an audible voice. Many times
God has impressed us, without speaking
audibly, by an inward voice or an inw'ard
impression. He has told us things that
would take place.

GOD'S SPIRiT WITNESSED THAT

I shall never forget one such instance
in California. As I sat meditating on the
Lord, before I went into the service, God
spoke to me and said, "There is a woman
here today who has a-number of tumors
in her body, and I'm going toJheal her."
When I s'tepped out to preach that night,
I looked the audience over and said- in
my heart, "God, who is it?" I then said
to the congregation, "God 'tells me that
there is someone here with a number of
tumors in your' body. If you willcome
forward, God will heal you." No' one
came. I began to look around and said
within myself, "Oh. God! I know yOu haye
spoken. Who is it?" Then God shOwed-me
a-large woman and said, "That woman
has the tumors in her body."

I called her forward and said, "Sister,
you know that I do not know you, isn't
that true?" She said, "Yes, that 'is true!"
I then said,"The Spirit of God,has shown
me that you have a 'number of tumors in
your body, and God is going to. hea1 you
today. Can yOu believe it?" She said, "Yes,
I do!" I then, prayed for her and went
ahead and preached my sermon.

After service was dismissed and I was
about td walk out'the 'door, God spoke 'to
me again and said, "Go back and tell that
woman to tell her doctor when those tu-

mors leave her body." I .went back and
instructed her as the Spirit had told me.

TUMORS HEALED THROUGH

That week, she passed five large tumors
from her body. She came back to that
same church the following Sunday and
gave her testimony, telling what God had
done for her.

In another place in California, a lady
came to me one night who was badly
swollen around the waist. I looked at her
and said, "Sister, God has told me you
have a tumor and will pass it from your
body.' Go home and, in Jesus Name, you
will pass this tumor." She went home
and, within a few days, that old tumor
had dried up. It withered and died, inside
her and passed from her body. She could
then wrap her dresses around her, they
were so, much too large.
THIS THE DAY OF GOD'S VISITATION

Qh, Glory to.God! This is .the day of
revival! This is God's hour of restoration!
This is the moment when the Spirit of the
Lord is moving wherever He can find a
heart that is open to Him! This is the
day of visitation from on high! The day
when God's Glory is being revealed! Sure-
ly those who know their,,God shall do ex-
ploits in His name! This is the day of
God's power! This is the day for the
Church to arise—to put on the clothing
God has prepared for her, and go forth
and conquer: all the works of the enemy;
for "THE GATES OF HELL SHALL NOT
PREVAIL AGAINST THIS SPIRITUAL
CHURCH OF JESUS CHRIST!" When
she is fully ar-med, with the power and
the glory of God,, the devil will have to
run!

Thank God! I'm glad I'm ilving in these
glorious hours, when the Holy Ghost is
being poured out upon all flesh, and the
gifts of the Spirit are being restored to
the Church of Jesus Christ.

God has done nothing for and through
one man that He will not do through an
other, who will pay the price. God is still
looking for men and women who will be
wholly yielded to Him, who will not touch
the glory, but will give Him the praise
and the glory/All honor, glory arid praise
belongs to Him! Only through His na.me
can any Of U8 do anything! We cannot rob
or cheat Him, of His glory, His money, or
praise; and we must live a life humble
before God—to have His power and bless
ing!

Will you be that man? You can b. tJ,At
man.! All of God's ministry -today 'is to
have the signs following them!' Not just
a few—but many! Th4s is God's plan for
His church—to clothe her with His power,
to prepare her for His coming!

Call upon Him now for a visitation
from God, for surely the Lord will ,hear
in this hour—because He inst*ucted
us to call upon the Lord and to seek the
rain:,in the,time of the latter rain!

Ask of. ., the Lord, and there shall be
showers of blessings in your -heart and in
thos'e around you!

pVER INCREASING INTEREST
L4 among the people, and apparent
hunger for the Word of God, preach-
ed in power and confirmed by signs
following, demands a new addition
be made to the Aflén Revival equip-
ment. Plans are under way to add a
new section to both the "Big Top" and
the prayer tent, which the Allen
party have been using for less than
a year.

Just over two years ago, A. A. Al-
len, nationally known evangelist with
the Assemblies of God, and Gordon
Kampfer, prominent pastor of the Eu-
gene, Oregon, Assembly of God
church, joined forces in the purchase
of the 100 x 200 foot tent formerly
used by William Branham.

Before the close of the first season, the
small prayer tents purchased at this time
had proved themselves entirely inade-
quate. In July, 1952, a new pr'ayer tent,
50 x 80 feet capable of accommodating
an altar call of from 200 to 300 seekers,
with sufficient personal workers, was add-

ed. Then, in the fall of 1952, the "Big
Top" was replaced by a new one, adding
1000 to the seating capacity under the
tent. This tent was set up for. the second
time, early this spring, in Houston. There,
as well as in Beaumont the following
month, the new, big tent was crowded be-
yond its capacity, making necessary the
enlargement program, now being plan-
ned.

During the Beaumont revival, heavy
rains sent rivers, both to the east and
west of the city, out of their banks, clos-
ing highways, threatening homes; and
leaving many homeless in the surround-
ing area, which normally would have
been included in the area of the meeting.
Some parts of the city itself were flooded.
Water flooded into the tent lot to such
an extent that it was necessary to pump
water from under the tent into the storm
sewers for several hours with three large
centrifugal pumps. Yet the tent was pack-
ed to near capacity, people sitting with
their feet in'. water, fervently worshiping
God. Response to the altar calls was so
great, that on 'some nights there was
hardly room in the prayer tent for a suf-
ficient number of personal workers to
deal with the seekers.
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Pastors from nearby Port Arthur, ha'
ing been stirred and inspired by the an
nointed ministry of Clifton Ericson in a
tent revival which closed after the Beau-
mont meeting opened, also came in to co-
operate in Beaumont. Rev. C. L. Musgrove
of Port Arthur, District Presbyterfor the
Beaumont Section, declared, 'Revivals
such as these are just what our area
needs."

Let us be slow in passing 'judgment on
any of God's ministers.

On f/tat we dare not compromise,
even a little ! Belief in the ministry of the
miraculous is the pillar and foundation 1)1
the Full . Gospel revival. We must. stand
for f/ic 'ministry of the miraculous! We
mizust contend for the faith once (Ielvvcred
to f/ic saints! We must believe for he
present-cIa manifestation of the c;ifts of
the Spirit ! Above all, we must not permit
the fundamental truths o our Lord's
Atonement to be weakened.

Concerninq the great truth of Christ'.c
.-itone,nent for sin and sicknc.cs we must
stand firm! There must be 110 equivoca-
tion, no hedging; no evasion. A man
either believes that Divine healing, is in
the atonement or he does not. He can
settle the matter for all concerned by
saying, "Yes, I believe, without qual-
ification, that Divine' healing is in the
Atonement." To deny this would be
to betray all that we stand for. For
this reason THE 'VOICE OF HEAL-
ING goes' on' record- as advising all,
who consider themselves Full Gospel

ministers, to declare themselves on this
point.

Incidentally, history has shown that the
on/v great religious movements of time
past have been those I/mat . God. has (lefi-
ni/eLy raised up! Such moves are not
commOn, for God usually does this only
when the orgamiization iii existence deli-
nitely reject the move of God and dc'—
dine into ecclesiasticism. May God keep
us from that. The saddest thing about
the Pharisees was that they were so
blinded that they hadn't the slightest idea
that they had been rejected of God. Jesus
never said that they were usurperS. He
admitted that they sat "in Moses' seat,"
l)Ut that they had utterly lost the Spirit
and vision of God, if we should follow
their example, God would surely raise
up others to take our place in His plan,
for nothing can stop God when 'He
moves.

Finally may we say that THE VOICE
oF HEALTNG has a unique and par-
ticular work to do.

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(NE OF TH.E MOST REMARK-
'.J ABLE phenomenon is the manner in
which the nations have revealed their des-
tiny in their postage stamps. Artists, who
draw these designs, are apparently tin-
aware of the prophetic significance of
their work. in this article we shall con-
sicler some of the stamps issued by the
new republic Israel.

Israel l)ecame independent in Ma)'.
1948. In her brief existence as a repub-
lic, she has issued a considerable number
of postage stamps, and nearly every one
of them has a remarkable ProPhetic sig—
nif-icance. In this. article we shall take
tiote of a number of these stamps, and
the Bible significance of the designs.
(Reference is by number to the stamps
which appear on the front page.)

STAMP i—DR. CHAIM WEIZMANN,
FATHER OF MODERN ISRAEL

This notable Jewish statesman has
played a most unique role in the modern
history of Israel.

l)uring World War I, he was a noted
l;iighish chemist. During the most critical
(lays of the war England exhausted her
supply of a certain raw material essen-
tial in the manufacture of munitions. In
desperation, the British government turn-
ccl to Dr. Weizmann, requesting his help
in the search for a substitute. Accepting
the challenge, he was able in record time.
after Prayer, to develop a new method
of producing the vital chemical. In grati-
tude the British government asked him
how they could reward him for his serv-
ices. Dr. Weizmann replied that he asked
nothing for himself but he implored the
British government that it would, if the
Mesopotamian campaign was successful,
give the land of Palestine to his people
for a national home.

Thus came about the Ba!! our Declara-
tion in November, 1917, in which prom-
ise was made that the Jews would be per-
initted to rejirn to the land which had
been their home in Bible days! Dr. Weiz-
mann later became the first president of
the new republic!

STAMP 2— THE AIRPLANE —WHICH
BECAME THE MEANS OF THE
DELIVERANCE OF JERUSALEM

The Turks did not give up Palestine to
the British without'a struggle. As British
armies neared Jerusalem, the fanatical

9odosc 4effdstq

Moslciiis prepared to• fight in its defense
to the last man. General Allcnby, corn-
niander of the English army, feared that
the sacred city would be destroyed in the
struggle. A Christian himself, he went
to his tent and prayed that this might E)e
avr)ided. The answer came in a surpris-
ilig fashion.

Over 2,500 years ago, the Prophet
Isaiah had foreseen the deliverance of
Jerusalem by the airplane. He said—

"AS BIRDS FLYING, so will
the Lord of hosts defend Jerusalem;
defending also He will deliver it;
and passi7g over He will preserve -it."
(Isa. 31:5.)
This was surely a prophetic foreview

of the airplane! Whether General Allen-
by was familiar with or understood this
prophecy, we cannot say. Anyway, he de-
cided to send over the city several scout-
ing planes. When the superstitious Turks
saw these strange objects in the sky, the)'
fled from the city without firing a shot.
Thus was the city of Jerusalem deliv-
ered, as the prophet had foreseen many
centuries before.

STAMI' 3—ISRAEL FIGHTS FOR HER
RIGHT OF IMMIGRATION

Gentile nations have always opposed
Israel's possession of the Holy Land.
Luke 21:24 tells us that Jerusalem was to
be trodden down of the Gentiles and the
inhabitants scattered until the times of the
Gentiles be fulfilled. After that, the Jews
were to return despite all objections to
the contrary. Ezekiel 36.24 declares,

"ForJ will take you frouL among
the heathen, and gather you out of all
countries, and will bring you into
your own land."
STAMP 3 commemorates the Jews'

successful fight for the right of emigra-
tion to the Holy Land. The Arabs fought
bitterly against it. Britain, for a time.
yielded to the Moslems' pressure. But, in
the end, the Jews won.• Today, a. million
and.a half of them have made their home

there—nearly as many as entered Canaan
in the days of Joshua.

STAMP 4—ISRAEL SYMBOLICALLY
TAKES THE DOVE WITH THE

OLIVE LEAF
At last—to have a place which they

could call their houie—'as great news to
the fricochless Jews of Europe. They re-
called how that Noah, after the great juclg—
ment of the Flood upon the earth, sent
forth a clove from the Ark. She returned
with an olive leaf in her mouth (Gen.
8:11). Now, after centuries of dispersion
for rejection of Christ, a clove again, as
it were, brings the olive leaf to the Jews
signifying that the clays of her judgment
will soon be over.

STAMP 5—GOD RAISES UI' HELl'
IN AMERICA

Stamp 5 shows the Manhattan sky—line
and the Zionist House. fri the critical
clays when it seemed that the hopes of
Palestine becoming a national hone for
the Jews were abotit to be shattered, the
United States of America stood in the
gap. The multitudes of Isracl's friends in
this land, mostly from New York City,
sent millions of dollars to her assistance.

STAMP NO. o
STAMPS 6, 7, 8, AND 9—THE DESOLATE

PLACE TILLED
With the coming of hundreds of thou-

sands of immigrants, the Jews began to
bring the land, which had lain desolate
for centuries,, back into cultivation. This
was foreseen by the prophet Ezekiel when
he said—

"i'lic waste places shall be builded.
"And the desolate land shall be

tilled!
"And they shall say, THIS LAND

that was desolate has become like the
Garden of Eden." (Ezek. 36:33-3.)
The first immigrants had .o -use primi-

tive methods as is shown in Stamp 6,
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where the horse pullS the plow. This
method was too slow, however, if prophe-
cy was to be fulfilled, and a "nation born
in. a day." With the flow of American
cal)ital, tractors and other farm machin-
ery were imported ancI put to work, as
is shown by Stamp 8. \'Vhen hostile
forces tried to Stop them, they armed
themSelveS as in the days of Neheniah,
but this time with army tanks! (Stamp 9)

Simultaneously the tree has become a
symbol of the Jewish rehabilitation of
the land. (See Stamp 7) The Turks had
put a tax on .trees, so the tax-hating Be-
downs cut them down. But prophecy
foretold that the land would become again
like the Garden-of Eden—and one of the
outstanding beauties of Eden was its
trees. Now millions upon millions of
trees have been planted in Israel and for-
ests have sprung up, which are having
the effect of even changing the weather.

STAMP 1 0—ISRAEL BECOMES INDE-
PENDENT—HAS ITS OWN FLAG!

On May 16, 1948, the British withdrew
their soldiers and, simultaneously, Israel
proclaimed herself a republic!

For the first time in 2,500 years she
was an independent nation. Her f/cia.
with the emblem of the star of David
upon it, was unfurled and raised over
Jerusalem! \'Vhat a great fulfillment of
prophecy this was!

STAMP 11—OUTLINE OF THE NEW
REI'UBLLC OF ISRAEL!

This stamp was issued to show that
not only had the Jews received a nation-
al home, after centuries of wandering,
but that they were back again in time land
that God had given to them when they
crossed oi'er Jordan and took the el/i' of
Jericho! The object held in the thans
hand is an outline of the botmndariis of
modern Israel. it is no quite the ame
outline as the familiar map of Palestine.
for the Arabs still hold a portion of the
country.

STAMP 12—EMBLEMS OF THE
TWELVE TRIBES

This stamp is of tremendous signifi-
cance. First of all it has. the emblems Qf
the twelve tribes—emblems taken from

the prophecies of Jacob and Moses, who
prophesied what would happen to the
tribes of Israel in the last days. (Gen.
'19:1 and Deut. 33) In his prophecy, Ja-
cob speaks of the coming of Shiloh or
Christ. (Gen. 49:10) In the center of the
stamp is the golden candlestick with the
three branches on each side. This provici-
td the light for the sanctuary, the only
light permitted in the Tabernacle.

Bible scholars universally agree that
the "candlestick is the type of Christ,
our light, shining in the fullness of the
power of the sevenfold Spirit." (Sco-
field Bible)

Thus does the nation israel recognize
unwittingly that the Saviour she reject-
ed has become her light. Not yet. do the
returned Jews.. its a nation, recognize
Jesus as the ivl essiah, yet more and more
of their number are accepting I—I liii. antI
the time is miot far off w'hen. as Rosh
(Russia) invades the nation, the people
in their hour of trial will as a whole
cept the One they rejected, as prophesied
in Zeeh,. /2,10—-

STAMP 1 s—ISRAEL MINTS hER OWN
COINS—HER OWN MONEY

Immediately upon her declaration of in-
dependence. Israel began coinage of her
own money—for the first time in 25
centuries!

Even in
the (lays of Jesus. while the Jews were
still in Palestine, the nation did not have
its own money. it. will be remembered
that the COins that were shown to the
Lord had, the superscription of Caesar
upon them. For centuries the Arabs and
Turks provided the coinage for Palestine.
Their last coins were minted in 1917 antI
had the year 1335 upon them—being the
1335th year of the. Mohammedan Era
l)aniel has said concerning his people.
''Blessed is lie that waiteth, and comet/i.
to time thousand three hundred and five
and thirty dav.c." (Dan. 12:12.)

STAMP 14—JERUSALEM BEING
REBUILT

This stamp shows the new universit
which has been built at Jerusalem, typical
of the many line new buildings erected
there in recent years.

While in Jerusalem the. writer stay—
ed in the beautiful Y.M.C.A. building.
Across the street is the magnificent Ho-
tel David. This new section of Jerusa-
lem is as modern as any city in the
world. What does it mean? It is a
sign of the soon appearing of the
Lord!

"When the Lord shall build up
Zion, lie shall appear in. his gior."
(:Psa 102:16)

STAMP ] 5—THE SEA OF GALILEE
Nestled andi encircled in hills is the sea

of Galilee. Along its shores is the' city
of Tiberius. But why show Tiberius on
the stamp? \'Vhy not Capernaum, or Beth-
saida, or Chorazin—for those were the
great flourishing cities of Bible (lays clus-
tered, as they were, around Galile&s
shores f Tiberius in those days was just
being built. Todlay Bethsaida and Chora—
zin no longer exist—scarcely a trace of
them is left. How.did this happen ?Those
were the cities which rejected the heal-
ing revivals! Jesus said, in Matthew
11 21-23—

"Woe unto thee, Chorazin! Woe
unto thee, Bcthsaida! for if the
mighty works, which. were done
in you, had been done in. Tvre and
Sidon, they would have repented long
ago in sackcloth' and ashes.

And thou Capernaum, which arc
exalted unto heaven, s/malt be brought
down to hell . .

This picture of the Sea of Galilee, with
Tiberius in its center, unwittingly calls
attention to the great• judgment which
caine upon the nation because its people
rejected the healing ministry of Christ!

STAMP 16—THE FLYING SCROLL—
JUDGMENT!

This stamp has as its design the Flying.
Scroll. The word, "scroll" i
but twice in the Bible and both times in
connection with world judgment at the
time of the end! Read the first :foum
verses of Isaiah 3'I, where it speaks of
the T.ord gathering the nations together
for the Battle of Armageddon. At that.
time the prophecy declares—

"And all the host of heaven s/ia/I
be dissolved, and the heavcn.s s/mall be
rolled together as a .ceroll . -

(Verse 4)
Rev. 6:12-17 gives a parallel picture

of this judgment which is to come upon
the earth, making mention again of the
word, "scroW'—

".4nd the heaven departed as a
scroll when it is rolled together,' and
every mountain and island were mnov—
ed out of their places." (Verse 14)
The Flying Scroll, appearing on. Is-

rael's postage stamps, foreshadows the
hour of judgment which shall come upon
the land.

STAMP .17—THE EARTH AND THE
"CHASED ROE"—SYMBOL OF

JUDGMENT
Stamp 17 is even more startling in its

significance, and it, too, speaks of the

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THE DIFFERENT SENSE in
which American and British

churches use the• word "revival"
tends to obscure a distinction which
I hope to show in this article. In
our American churches 'a "revival'
frequently describes a local evange-
listic effort which in Britain would
he called a 'campaign." We often
see notices to the 'effect that So-
and-So will "hold a revival" in Such-
and-Such a place. This is quite a
goud meaning, and we all hope that
the effort will trUly revive the local,
work of God. But I think that
throughout the whole English-speak-
ing world we still mean by a "Re-
vival" a deep, widespread return-
ing to God on a national or a re-
gional scale. This is the sense in
which we refer to the Welsh Re-
vival of 1904.

We are living in an era, one al-
most said a phase, of the Pentecos-
tal Movement when a great number
of campaigns are being conducted
by gifted individual evangelists in
many parts of the world, Most of
them feature divine healing and
have tha't as their main attraction,
Some of these campaigns run to
mammoth proportions and are ac-
companied by almost every con-
ceivable form of organization and
publicity beforehand, and while the
campaign is in progress. As a result,
huge crowds of up to 10,000 or
15,000 people are recorded, in which
very •large numbers signify some
form of acceptance of Jesus Christ
as a Saviour, and whole communi-
ties are made conscious of the
claims of religion. He would be a
chui-l indeed who did not rejoice in
these things and recognize their
value in the Kingdom 01 God. Last-
ing personal work is done in many
hearts and lives; the local churches
have their zeal re-kindled and, in
many ways, there is a reviving of
local spiritual life.

But loosely to speak of such camS
paigns as a "Revival" in the full
sense of the word is misleading
and mistaken. Too easily we become

intoxicated by crowds, and even
mistake a gaping, curious crowd, or
a healing-seeking crowd, for a deep
work of God's Spirit. Our Lord
knew differently in Bethsaida or
Chorazin (Matt, 11:2]), What we do
not seem sufficiently to recognize
is that our' self-styled "revival"
often is limited to the passing ex-
citement of some special meetings
largely centering around the per-
sonality of the special preacher, We
cannot escape the acid test of how
much remains in the way of last-
ing accessions to the Church when
our campaign is all over and the
preacher has moved on, That is
the final criterion. A. disappoint-
ment on this line is not necessar-
ily a criticism of the evangelist. He
may have done his part nobly and
well. But it underlines the fact that
a campaign, however temporarily
successful, is NOT a "Revival." We
need something deeper. When a
whole community is touched by a
true Revival it often is true that
almost all the features of the spe-
cial "campaign" are absent or ob-
literated. Writing about the Revival
in San Salvador, Mrs. Ruth Steel-
berg says that after the evangelist
had moved on—"The Revival con-
tinues, with two meetings each day.
At least 100 profess conversion in
every service. It doesn't seem to
matter who preached; the .results
are the same. From all over the Re-
public come reports of people who
have been miraculously healed."
Notice particularly the significant
sentence "IT DOESN'T SEEM TO
MATI'ER WHO PREACHES." I
think that nearly always marks Re-
vival. But, in a Campaign every-
thing revolves around the preach-
er.

A personal correspondent has
written to me about the Hebrides
Revival in Scotland --•- "Duncan
Campbell was sitting in the Con-
vention in Bangor (Ireland) when
he felt he must leave at once. He
went to Bernera, where someone

met him without any human pre-
arrangement, - - As the congrega-
tion left the' church in Bernera and
were moving down the hill to the
main road, the power of- God fell
upon the people in Pentecostal pow-
er—no other, word can describe it,
and the' voice of prayer and praise
from the people of God was mingled
with the cry of the penitent, many
of whom fell on their faces before
God. Within a matter of hours the
whole Island was gripped -by an
'awareness of God, bringing deep
conviction of •sin, and a hunger,
which found expression in crowded
meetings. Perhaps the outstandingfeature of the movement was a
deep, hunger after God. Meetings
were held during the day, and right
through the night, in the church,
in the homes of the people, and out
in the open." .I trust nobody will be so foolish
as to think that I am disparaging
campaigns. Very often they thrill
my soul, and I have seen the great
and lasting good they can, and
often do, accomplish. For pioneer
missionary work they have a unique
and unrivaled value. May the'Lord
bless and use our brave evangelists
while we give them our loyal and
unstinted support. But I am sure
that we shall not be satisfied with
anything less than.true Revivals in
every land. And, by that, we mean
a deep and wide working of God's
Holy Spirit in answer ,to prayer,until the whole spiritual atmo-
sphere is charged with a power
that convicts men of sin and of
righteousness and of judgment. By
those Christ-ordained tokens we
shall know of a truth that in that
community the Comforter has come,

LABOR TROUBLE
LAST YEAR in California alone there

were 217 strikes or work stoppages,
affecting 234,000 job holders, who lost a
total of 4,410,000 man days in wages and
production. This report was contained in
a recent bulletin issued by Paul Scharren-
berg, California Industrial Relations di-
rector. Trouble between capital and labor
is prophesied for the last days. "Go to
now, ye rich men, weep and howl for
your miseries that shall come upon you.

Ye have heaped treasure together for
the LAST DAYS.

Behold, the hire of the labourers who
have reaped down your fields, which is.
of you kept back . . - crieth: - . - and the
cries of them - . . are entered into the
ears of the Lord."

FEARFUL SIGHTS
An epidemic of tornadoes has swept

this country, leaving death and disaster
in their wake. Already this year 249 tor-
nadoes (at the time of this writing)
have struck this country with a record
of more than 400 persons killed. Such
"fearful sights" are to be expected in
these last days before the return of Christ
(Luke 21:11). Even now we seem to have
reached the time when "the whole crea-
tion groaneth and travaileth. . - waiting
for the adoption, to wit the redemption"
when Christ shall return again. (Ro-
mans 8:22, 23.)* * * * *

EUROPEAN OUTLOOK
Fear that the Big Three Bermuda meet-

ing will replace Russia, as the dark cloud
that has overshadowed Germany the past
eight years, rather than be a beacon light
and be an inspiration for Germany's fu-
ture, has gripped high government circles
in West Germany, according to Karl H.
von Wiegand, American Foreign Corres-
pondent reporting from Zurich.

Chancellor Adenauer has sent a repre-
sentative to Washington with an appeal to
President Eisenhower and Secretary of.
State Dulles not to let Germany be sold
down the river as the price of peace with
Soviet Russia. Adenauer was impelled to
this action by alleged "alarming confi-
dential information" and worry that de-
cisions may be reached at Bermuda with-
out consultation with Bonn.

According to Mr. von Wiegand, the big
question in Bonn today is: "Will Presi-
dent Eisenhower, Secretary of State Dul-
les and the United States Congress agree
to a neutralization and permanent com-
plete disarmament and defenselessness of
a United Germany as the price of peace
with Communist Russia?" Such an event-
uality would be a great victory for Rus-
sia's new ruler, Georgi Malenkov.. A di-

vided Germany is not according to Bible
prophecy (Ezekiel 38). Students of pro-
phetic truth believe Germany must be
united, and that all of Germany east of
the Rhine will be under Russian control
before the final culmination of the pro-
phecies for this dispensation. It could well
be that present trends will end in the
uniting of Germany, paving the way Lot-
the Russians to seize control of that coun-
try. * * * * *

NERVOUS TENSIONS
If you are suffering froth indigestion

or heartburn, it's possible that a visit to
the tax office, a quarrel with the wife or
driving down a congested street is the
cause. Man wasn't built for the turmoil
and insecurity of modern life, according
to Dr. Clifford J. Barburka, Chicago phy-
sician who spoke recently in Kansas
City. Emotional stress, resulting from
the nervous tensions of this day, are be-
lieved by this physician to be one of the
main causes of indigestion and other ill-
ness prevalent among so many people.
The 21st chapter of Luke surely portrays
a picture 'of the pressures and tensions
which are today in evidence throughout
the world.

David Ben-Gurion, Prime Minister of
Israel, speaking on the occasion of the
fifth anniversary of the reestablishment
of the State of Israel, said: "We doubled
our population in four years. This rate
of immigration and the tempo of its
absorption are perhaps without precedent
in history. Together, veteran settlers and
new immigrants, vve have in the five
years of our existence built new settle-
ments, villages, cities, suburbs, construct-
ed a network of roads, extended our rail-
ways, enlarged our ports, built new air-
fields, erected houses, hospitals and
schools, set up new factories, expanded
our agriculture, increased our industrial
potential.

• "The construction of 200,000 housing
units is an index of our building activity.
We have initiated large irrigation
schemes to bring waters from the well-
watered north to give life to the -arid
and barren south. And in the Negev, the
southern half of our country, we have'
begun serious exploitation of our newly
discovered mineral resources." How pei-
fectly this report of growth in Israel
coincides with the many Bible prophecies
relating to the regathering of Jews to
their own land, and the rebuilding of
that country, as a sign of the endtime.
