I REMEMBER the day before
Christmas one winter, for it stands

out like a boulder in my life.
The weather was unusually cold,

our salary had not been regularly
paid, and it did not meet our needs
when it was. My husband was away,
traveling from one district to another
much of the time. Our boys were well
but my little Ruth was ailing and, at
the best, none of us were decently
clothed. My husband's overcoat was
hardly thick enough for October, and
he was obligedto ride miles to attend
some meetings or a funeral. I had
patched and re-patched, with my
spirits sinking to their lowest ebb. The
water gave out in the well and the wind
blew through cracks in the floor. Many
a time our breakfast was Indian cake
and a cup of tea, without sugar.

FAITH BEGAN TO WAVER
The people in the parish were kind, and

generous, too, but the settlement was
struggling for itself. Little by little, at
the -time I needed it most, my faith began
to waver. Early in life I was taught to
take God at His Word, and I thought
my lesson was learned. I had lived upon
the promises in dark times, until I knew,
as David did, -"Who was my Fortress and
Deliverer." Now a daily prayer for for-
giveness was all I could offer.

I -became more heartsick, when I re-
membered that it was not long until
Christmas. The ice was thick and smooth
and the boys were each craving a pair
of skates. Ruth, in some unaccountable
way, had taken a fancy that the dolls I
had made were no longer suitable; she
wanted a nice, large one, and persistedin praying for it. I "knew" it was im
possible, but Oh! how I wanted to give
each child its desired present.

SEEMED GOD HAD DESERTED US
It seemed as if God had deserted us,

hut I did not tell my husband all this.
He worked earnestly and heartily; I sup-
posed him to be hopeful as ever. I kept
the sitting room cheerful with an open
fire, and tried to serve our scanty meals
as invitingly as I could.

The morning before Christmas, James
was called to see a sick man. I put up
a piece of bread for his lunch—the best
I could do — wrapped my plaid shawl
around his neck, and then tried to whis-
per a promise as I often had, but the
words died away upon my lips. I let him
go without it.

THE FAITH OF A CHILD
I coaxed the children to bed early, for

I could not bear to hear them talk. When
Ruth went, I listened to her prayer; she
asked, for the last time, most explicitly
for her doll, and for skates for her
brothers. Her bright face looked so lovely
when she whispered to me, "You know,
I think they'll be here early tomorrow
morning, Mamma." I thought, "I would
move heaven and earth to save her from
disappointment." I sat down alone and
gave way to most bitter tears.

Before long James returned, chilled and
exhausted. He drew off his boots; the
thin stockings slipped off with them, and
his feet were red with cold. I thought, "I

could not treat a dog that way, let alone
a faithful servant." Then, as I glanced
up and saw the -hard lines in his face,
and the look of despair, the thought
flashed across my mind, James had let
go, too. I brought him a cup of tea, feel-
ing sick and dizzy at the very thought.
He took my hand, and we sat for an hour
without a word. I wanted to die and meet
God and tell Him His promise was not
true; my soul was full of rebellious
despair.

THE SURPRISE GIFT BOX
Suddenly, there came a sound of bells,

a quick step, and a loud knock at the

door. James sprang up to open it. There
stood Deacon White. He said; "A box
caine for you by express just before dark.
I brought it around as soon as I could
get away. Reckon it might be for Christ-
inas. Here is a turkey my wife asked me
to fetch along, and these other things I
believe belong to you." There was a
basket of potatoes and a bag of flour.
Talking all the time, he hurried in with
the box, and then, with a hearty "Good-
night," he rode away.

Still without speaking, James found a
chisel and opened the box. I drew out,
first, a thick red blanket, and we saw
that, underneath, the box was full of
clothing. It seemed at that moment as
if Christ fastened upon me a look of re-
proach. James sat down and crossed his
face with his hands.

Jesus came again
and stood before me, but now with the
loving word, "Daughter!" Sweet promises
of tenderness and joy flooded my soul. I
was so lost in praise and gratitude that
I forgot everything else. I do not know
how long it was before James came back,
but I knew he, too, had found .peace.
"Now, my dear- wife," said he, "let us
thank God together." And then he poured
out words of praise; Bible words, for
nothing else could express our thanks-
giving!
REJOICING OVER OUR TREASURES
It was eleven o'clock, the fire was low;

and there was the great box, and noth-
ing touched but the warm blanket we
needed. We piled on some fresh logs,
lighted two candles, and began tc ex-
amine our treasures.

We drew out an overcoat; I made
James try it on; just the right size, and
I danced awhile around him, for all my
tight-heartedness had returned. Then there
was a cloak, and he insisted in seeing
me in it. My spirits always affected him,
and we both laughed like children. There
was a warm suit also, and three pairs
of woolen hose. There was a dress for
me and yards of flannel, a pair of over-
shoes for each of us, and in mine was a
slip of paper. I have it now, and I mean
to hand it down to my children. It was
Jacob's blessing to .Asher, Deuteronomy
33:25—

"Thy shoes shall .be iron and brass;
and as thy days, so shall thy strength
be."
In the gloves, evidently for James, the

same dear hand had written, from Isaiah
41:13—

"I, the Lord, thy God will hold thy
right hand, saying unto thee, Fear
not; I will help thee."

'I THINK they'll be here early tomorrow
morning, Mamma."
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R ECENTLY when .1 was at Edmonton
in Alberta, I read 'the story of a man

during the last war who came- to his
commanding officer and said, "I have
taken a pris-oner," to which the command-
ing officer replied, "Bring him along."
The man went back and when he re-.
turned said, "The prisoner won't come,"
to which the commanding officef replied,
"Well come yourself." And the man re-
plied, "The prisoner won't let me."

Unfortunately. that is the kind of. vic-
tory. many of God's children experience,
in the face of so many Scriptures. Christ's
death on the Cross provided salvation,
and Thank God it also did a lot more.
He died not only that we might be
"legally safe" but also that we might be
"morally sound."

Giants asleep!
Paupers with signed checks in our

pockets!
That is exactly what we are Few of us

realize our standing in Christ! Few un-
derstand and appreciate the metest frac-
tion of what Christ did for us on the
Cross! Failure to understand and appre-
ciate our standing in Christ, is the cause
of all weakness and impotence!

The one great burden of the epistles is
just this! The heart throb of all the
Apostle Paul's prayers is that God will
give unto us the sPirit of wisdom and
revelation in the knowledge of Christ;
that the eyes of our understanding might
he enlightened; and that we might know
the hope 'of 1-us calling, the riches of the
glory of his inheritance, and the exceed-
ing greatness of His power to usward
who believe.

Strange but true, the epistles are taken
up not so. much with evangelism, but the
perfecting of the saints, the edifying of
the body of Christ, till we all come to
the unity of the faith and the measure of
the stature of the fulness of Christ, no
longer children, no longer tossed about,
but having attained growth into full
stature, and .hearts and minds that un-
derstand and appreciate all that God has
done for us in Christ. (Ephesians 4).

When we read of the power of the
Old Testament prophets and the disciples
in the days of Christ, how humbled we
should be at our impotence, when we
realize we have much more light than
they had.

Living in the full blaze oi the revela-
tion given the Apostle Paul. after Christ's
triumphant crucifixion and resurrection,
what manner of men ought we to be.?
Shame on us! The charge at the Judg-
ment Seat of Christ; before which we
must all appear, will not be what color
stockings we wore, for "holiness is more
than wearing black stockings," but why
were we so impotent, when we knew
these promises. It is not what we• are
"not doing" but what are "we doing?"

Yes, we are giants asleep! We don't
realize who we are or what we are! God

I FIRMLY CONTEND that every
believer must either GO, or send

a substitute to carry the Gospel to
the heathen. Each year that we have
gone abroad, the responsibility for
the evangelization of the heathen has
weighed heavier upon our hearts. We
realized that everyone èould be a mis-
sionary in some way; either go, or give
to send others, or pray for those who
go or give. We have done all three of
these things. to our very limits. We
have gone, and shall continue to go;
we have given every penny we could
possibly sacrifice to help others; and we
have prayed for both. But all of this has
not satisfied, because we have realized
that MUCH MORE MUST BE DONE BY
EVERYONE.

It was upon our return from Guate-
mala, this spring, that the Lord revealed
to us a way in which we could do yet
MUCH MORE to spread the Gospel; that
is by proclaiming at home the need of
the heathen millions abroad and by in-
stituting a plan by which those interested
in their salvation, and who could not go
themselves, could send out substitutes in
their places.

Every man,'. woman and child in
heathen darkness must be a perpetual
challenge to every believer, and we dare
not rest until our ALL has been devoted
to this all important., and SUPREME

bring great rejoicing to the hearts of
thousands of readers'of TVH as you are
introduced to some of the "SUBSTI-
ruTES" who rare now being sent forth
to proclaim Christ to the heathen.

Nathes and particular details concern-
ing each Native Missionary being assisted
are, and will be purposely withheld from
publication in order to refrain from per-
sonal contact with them which we our-
selves do not engage in. In fact, some
of these Native Missionaries who are be-
ing helped do not even know the source
of their assistance or who is responsible
for it. All' applications and checks are
handled through the missionaries who
recommend them and under whose super-
vision they are labouring.

SOUTH RHODESIA
Shown below is the brother of whom

we wrote in the last issue of TVH, who

is giving his time carrying the Gospel to
a vast native area of, six districts in
which there is not a single church of any
kind; one Catholic school is there. This
is along the Rhodesian-Portuguese East
African border. Portuguese East Africa
is:one of the darkest spots in Africa and
the' Gospel has practically been forbid-
den but,. in answer to prayer and after
much persecution, this brother obtained
permission from the Portuguese Native
Commissioner to' preach the Gospel in
this territory. He has suffered much for the
Gospel, and has received recommenda-
tion for help from the missionaries of
the Apostolic Faith Mission of South
Africa, under whose supervision he
labours. Pray much for him.

INDIA
Next, we introduce you to an Indian

brother, (see picture below) a converted
Hindu since 1936, a graduate of Bethel
Bible Institute and member of the South
India Assemblies of God for over 16
years, who, . with an amazingly small
amount, is now giving his time to evan-
gelizing in a section of India which is
very poor and needy, where the Gospel
is little known, and believers very few.

To fulfill the great commission, this
brother is taking the Gospel, as an evan-
gelist, to an area of more than 10 million
Moslem and 1-lindu souls. He is the father
of 5 children and has been highly recom-
mended by officials of the above-named
Mission as a man who "commands the at-
tention of Hindus and strangers the like
of which I have not seen in others";' "an
eloquent Indian preacher who preaches
with great fire and fervor and'with an
un-interrupted flow of language which is
almost over-whelming"

Undoubtedly, the prayers of many will
hold this servant of our Lord before the
Throne daily in prevailing prayer that his
ministry shall turn many from heathen-
ism to the true knowledge' of Christ—
many who perhaps never would have
heard the "Good News," if some of you
had not caught the vision of sending sub-
stitutes in your places.*'_ * *

From the Engedi Fellowship of South
India comes the application of this fine
Indian couple (both ministers), '(see pic-
ture in upper right corner, of page) with
the finest recommendations, which has
been joyfully accepted. Their objective is
to preach the Gospel and to' assist their
supervisor in opening new works among
the unreached tribes of the province of
Orissa.

The challenge of this area of at least
6 unreached tribes is indeed staggering,

and it is surely high time that they, too,
have a chance to hear the Word of Life.
May God grant that the ministries of this
couple shall be exceedingly fruitful and
redound to the salvation of many thou-
sands. We believe that, with the help
being given them, and with our prayers,
they will be able to accomplish much
for the expansion of the Kingdom. This
woman is recommended as '-an unusual
Bible Woman, who' has been educated as
a school teacher. She is able to gain ad-
mittance into the homes of Caste I'Iindus
and preach Christ to the Caste Hindu
woman who could never be allowed to'
hear the Gospel any other way. Pray for
them.

JAMAICA, B. W. I.
This brother (pictured below) is going

to the Capitol city of one of the districts
of Jamaica to raise up and establish Full
Gospel churches. This is one of the thriv-
ing centers of Jamaica in which there is
no other Full Gospel work. We, therefore,
feel thankful to God that, through this
means, a way is made possible to spread
the message of Christ's fullness to these
needy people also. Ills application has
come with the highest recommendation
of the Church of God, Jamaica is very
poor and very needy. Let us pray that
many shall find Christ there.

MY HEALING
In the last of February, 1950, 1 suffered

a heart attack which -took me down
physically, but the Lord renewed to me a
truth which He had made real, when He
healed me of the nervous breakdown
years ago. I had been prayed for a num-
ber of times, but continually grew worse.
However, this particular time, when Bro.
ICeilner prayed for me the illumination
of Exodus 13:13 thrilled my soul. I was
enabled to grasp the- truth• and I was
healed.

The Lord let me visualize an Israelite
who wanted to save the life of his donkey.
He sought out a lamb which was perfect,
not sick, blind, or lame, but without blem-
ish. He then took the lamb and donkey
to the tabernacle. The Lord let me see
that the priest did not examine the
donkey but closely examined the lamb.

When the lamb was found perfect, he
slew- it and offered it up and the donkey
went free. Then -the Lord let me know
it wasn't what I had done or had not
done, but what Jesus had done for me.
He said to me, "You are the donkey;
Jesus is the lamb." Was there any spot
in Him? Any. blemish? Any -sin? No! -
He was accepted at Calvary and I went
free. Through this impartation of truth,
I was set free. Jesus said, "Ye shall know
the truth, and the truth shall make you
free." (John 8:32). When the Lord re-
newed this to me in 1950, these words
rang in my soul over and over again:

Then about the - middle of March, I
suffered another.attack. Atthis time the
Lord laid me on a preacher's heart who
came and prayed for me. The glory of
the Lord came down and I made a fresh
consecration and began to 'improve. We
went to another great healing meeting
and, when the evangelist prayed for me.
my heart quieted down and I went home
and slept like a baby. From this time on
I began to recover rapidly so that with
in a few days I helped drive home across
the continent.

CHRIST COMMISSIONED ME TO
PRAY FOR THE SICK

The Lord then -began dealing with me
about this ministry of deliverance. I was
alone in our room, reading and meditat-
ing on the great commission as recorded
in Matthew 28 and Mark 16. The presence
of the Lord drew near - and the Holy
Ghost Illuminated and personalized the
great coinmissien to me, making me to
know that the "power of attorney" in the
great commission was given to me, to
carry on the business Jesus began and

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to act for Hi?n, in His name, and in His
person! I was awe stricken, and hardly
dared to breathe. Bro. Keilner came, in,
and I asked him to sit by me while I
told him what the Lord had made real
to me. Almost breathlessly I gasped "If
this is so, then my hands are as though
they were the hands of Jesus," and paus-
ing, I continued, hardly daring to express
it, "And if my hands are as though they
were the hands 01 Jesus, what will hap-
pen when I lay them on the sick?" This
revolutionized my life and ministry—
when I knew my status and place of au-
thority before heaven. I entered into a
new place of power I had not known!

I began preaching this truth and acting
upon it. Results began following my min-
istry, such as I never experienced before.
One lady came for prayer who was filled
with adhesions from so many operations.
She had beento the hospital again and was
opened up but the doctors were not able
to do anything for her. As we laid our
hands on her and prayed, she cried out,
"That's it Lord!" As the warm healing
power of our Christ flowed through her.
She felt the adhesions break under our
hands, one after another.

A NEW PHASE OF MY MINISTRY
Then a new phase of this ministry of

deliverance began to be manifested in
my life, as I felt the power of God in my
body—in the place where the sick one
was afflicted. One day we went to pray
for a man sick in bed suffering pain in

his left leg. If he touched his toes to
the floor it was excruciating agony. After
every one present was through praying,
I felt the power of God flow through my
left leg as though I was connected to a
live wire and, with it, an impulse to lay
my hands on this man again and rebuke
the pain and affliction. I obeyed and this
manifestation which I had left. It came
back again but I refused to yield. Im-
mediately I was conscious I had grieved
the Lord. Quickly I asked forgiveness and
promised the Lord if it returned I would
obey. Like lightning, it returned, and
again I placed my hands on him and
prayed. He said, "Oh! I feel better!" He
asked his wife to show us the large dark
spot on his knee which, no doubt, was the
source of his trouble, and lo it was gone!

Im-
mediately two women came running . to
the altar, with tears streaming down
their faces. Their pains vanished while
prayer was being offered for them. This
has continued; but at first I did not un-
derstand until the scripture, "Christ is
touched with the feeling of our infirmi-
ties" was made plain to me. Then I
knew it was the Christ within that was
being touched with the feeling of the in-
firmities of' the people in the congrega-
tion.

I DESIRE TO BE "NOThiNG"
FOR CHRIST'S SAKE

One night I saw myself in a dream
kneeling and praying with my head
buried in my hands. I listened to the
words of that prayer and they were,
"Lord, Oh to be nothing, absolutely noth-
ing that thou mightest use me." That's
what I am, "Nothing." I feel I am the
least of those chosen for this glorious
ministry of deliverance, but I am so grate-
ful to the Lord for letting me share in
this great revival in the earth today.

Bro. Keliner and I can truthfully say
we have experienced the greatest joy,
glory and thrills, in these last few years
of ministry. Jesus is closer and more real
than ever before, as we have seen more
miracles, signs, and wonders in answer
to prayer than in all the previous years,
forwhich we giveGod all the glory and
all the praise, for He alone is worthy.

A Report on EAGEIJ1ST F. F. BOSiOI1Tll, in Durban, South itfrha

Durban, South Africa
D EARLY BELOVED of the Lord:

"Peace!
"I am doing my humble best to

1-eport to you the great and wonder-
ful Ministry of Evangelist F. F. Bos-
worth, in the Durbãn area of South
Africa during the early and mid-
dle part of this year. I could not at-
tend his great meetings in the Cape
Town area and other places before
his coming to Durban, but I had the
pleasure of being present in nearly
every meeting here in Durban;
therefore I speak from my own
personal knowledge of what I heard
and saw.

"It would fill a book to record the
wonderful things in, detail, for they
are far too numerous to mention.
Suffice to say that, every known
disease and physical infirmity yield-
ed to the mighty touch of the Divine
power of the Word and the Name of
Jesus. Many, were healed instantly.
others before they left the meeting.
and others as they reached .theii
homes. I have never seen so many
cases of cancer in any meeting be-
fore as I saw in the Durban Cam-
paign, and most of them were healS
ed! Night after night there were as
many as 30 to 40 new cancer vic-
tims who were prayed for in the
mass prayer, and the shout of vic-
tory came from many immediately.
.Likewise, among the throng which
came forward nightly for healing,
there were TB victims by the dozen;
also the deaf, many of whom were
born deaf and dumb. Oh, it was won-
derful! The power of God was presS
ènt to heal in every service from

the very first to the last. At the
close of some services, after the
benediction, God began to -work
overtime healing the hardest cases
including deaf mutes who had witS
nessed the healing of others.

"I could tell you pathetic stories
of some poor African or Hindu,
helpless but full of faith, just ask-
ing for a touch of Brother Bos-
worth's hand, and they were not
disappointed. One old Zulu, gray
beard, totally blind, was led by a
young boy to me asking me to guide
him to the Umfeedisi—teacher—for
a touch of his hand. I led him 'for-
ward and 'as soon as he felt the
touch, he saw my hand, and then
asked if he could sing, which he did
as only a Zulu can sing. Yes only
Zulus sing; others make noises!
Brother Bosworth will never forget
the singing Zulus! And I think that
very song will bring him back to
Africa.

"The greatest victories over sin
and sickness took place among the
non-Europeans; especially the Zulus.
Great blessing was shed on the Eu-
ropeans too, with signs following.
The campaign started in the great
Sports Stadium at Hoy Park in Dur-
ban near the Ocean Beach. Then a
few weeks later ,the meeting was
moved to a native village in the sub-
urbs of Durban; and so great was
the result in salvation and healing
that a second visit was made with
equal results. The next move was
to the Hindu locality adjoining Dur-
ban. This, too, gave witness to great
things: most astounding miracles
took place; the blind saw, the deaf

heard, cancers melted away, TB
was healed, the lame walked, and
all praised'God.

"Then two other Zulu centers
were visited with wonderful re
sults. And calls came from the south
coast of Natal over 100 miles away
—Port Shepstone, Margate and be-
yond. Three campaigns were held
there where Divine Healing' had
never been preached before. And
now believers are forming gather-
ings for mutual help and for prog-
ress. I had the pleasure of initiat-
ing the first meeting in Port Shep-
stone through my friends, the Scan-
dinavians. Bless the Lord 0, my
soul!

"This minitry by Brother Bos-
worth is too big for a limited testi.
mony in a letter. The following will
help you to appreciate the great
ness of it when I tell you of some
of the responses to the invitations
to come to Christ for salvation and
healing. So great were the crowds
that moved forward in a single
service, that they would fill an or-
dinary church. No 'such sights have
I seen before anywhere!

"And, when the Zulus left the grand
stand and came forward, they came
singing their heart•melting songs:
'Our Home Over There,' Ikaaya
laapa yaa! Kumbuulo Ikaayà Laapa
yaa! and 'Come to Jesus Just Now,'
Naango Jesu.Naango Jesu Manche!
Thousands were saved 'and healed
in these campaigns! Glory to God!
May the Lord bless your heart with
great joy in reading these facts."

SIGNS OF THE ENDING
OF THE AGE,

9odo# 4cdta
IN THIS SERIES OF ARTICLES, we call attention to a number of signs
pointing to the soon coming of Christ. From time to time, we shall pub-
lish additional articles on this sa,ne subject.

T HE GREATEST EVENT of his-
tory is about to take place—the

Second Coming, or the Return of the
Lord Jesus Christ to this world. On
different occasions during His earthly
ministry, the Lord referred to that
event; at which time }-Ic was to set up
the visible kingdom of Go(l. Sinultane-
ously, Satan voulcl be bound, wars
would cease, and the golden age of his-

•tory would begin.
The apostles, however, were not al-

together clear as to the time that the.
Lord would return. Some thought He
would come back in their lifetime. The
fact is, however, that Christ taught
that the time of His absence would be
long. I-Ic declared that us going away
was to be as a man "traveling into a far
country" and who woul(l return "after
a long time." (Matt. 25:14, 19)

The apostles could not understand
this, for they hoped that Christ• would
return in their generation. Just before
Christ ascended to heaven, they put
this question to Him, "Lord, wilt thou
at this tbne restore again the kingdom
to Israel?" (Acts 1:6). The Lord de-
clined to add further to what i—Ic had
already revealed. Yet, had they listened
more closely to the Lords words. the'
would have understoOd that this' event
could not take place in their time. lie
had told theni that the kingdom was
being taken frorn the Jews (Matt.
21:43); and that, because the people
had rejected their Messiah. Jerusalem
would be trodden down of the Gentiles
and the inhabitants dispersed among
the nations until "the times of the Ccii.—
tiles be fulfilled."

A careful study of the Scriptures
shows that the Lord gave a great
amount of information indeed concern-
ing the time of I-us return. Although
w one was to know the day or the han,',

no, not the angels, neither Christ I-Jim-
self, but only the Father (Mark 13 :32)
God's people were to know the times
and the seasons, for that clay' was not
to overtake them as .a thief! (1 Thess.
5 :4)

What then is the sign. or are the
signs of Christ's coming? Do these
signs indicate that the event is yet far
off; or is it nigh at hand? What is the
actual evidence concerning this mat-
ter?

SIGN I—TILE INCREASE OF
KNOWLEDGE

We shall begin this inquiry by con-
sidering an important prophecy found
in Daniel concerning events at the
time of the end. The angel, in reveal-
ing to Daniel knowledge concerning
the developments at the closing of the
age, declared:

"But thou, 0 Daniel, shut up the
words, and seal the book, even to
THE TIME OF THE END.' man'
shall run to and fro, and knowledge
shall be increased." (Daniel 12:4)
Here the angel, giving a clue to. iclen-

tification of the tithe of the end. dc-
dares that this period would be mark-
ed by an unusual increase in human
knowledge. -

Students of history are familiar with
the fact that knowledge of the universe
has been added to very slowly over the
major extent of the htiman record. Our
grandfathers traveled about in horse
and carriage in much the same fashion
as Pharaoh did 3500 years ago.

All the great inventions of the mod—
em world have appeared practically
within the last hundred years. Only
at the turn of the century did we
have the first gasoline buggy, a crude
vehicle indeed conipai'ed to the luxuri-
ous creations' of today. Not till 1903,

did man, fly an heavier-than—air air-
craft. The Wright Urothers did it at
Kitty hawk in l)ecemher of that 'ear.
Nov, only a half centur later, maii
has succeeded in traveling 1200 miles
ier hour. and the airways of the world
are crowded with commercial l)1anCS.

Radio and television are 1)0th mar-.
vels of the 20th Century. By means of
these two astonishing inventions, a
speaker is able to address at a given
time a potential audience of over half
the inhabitants of the United States.
A person seeing the image on his tele-
vision screen is usually able to et
a much l)etter view of the speaker than
if he had been present to witness the
address in person.

And now comes the startling dc-
velopment of àtmic power which.
however, because of the world crisis.
is being developed for mass destruction
rather than for peaceful purposes.
These tremendous days have wit-
nessed no gradual increase in the suni
total of human knowledge. Modern
discovery has moved forward with a
suddenness so abrtipt and so astonish-
iiig as to leave one breathless, The
Prophet .Daniel.inferred that when you
saw this great increase of knowledge,
you should know that the end was at
hand.

SIGN Il—WORLD SUICIDE

in the contex of the twelfth chapter
of l)anicl, verse 1, (which we have just
considered) we are told also of a "time
of 'trouble, such as never was since there
was a nation." Jesus underscores this
fearful development in world conch-

finally result in world suicide, Matthew
24:22—

"And except those days should be
shortened, there should no flesh be
saved: but for the elect's sake, those
days shall be shortened."
This is a prophecy that once seemed

utterly impossible of fulfillment.
Dreadful as have been the wars of his-
tory, no conflict, however desperate,
succeeded in any way near wiping out
the population of the earth. Even
World War II did not materially cause
a reduction in the world's population.
How then was the statement of Jesus
to be fulfilled? It seemed utterly fan-
tastic. Infidels jeered and pointed to
these words of Jesus as sheer proof

that He could, be mistaken, and the
Bible, therefore, uninspired. But, as
World War II came to an end, an
event took place that caused the coun-
tenances of men to pale with fear. That
was the discovery and harnessing of
the power of the atom. 1-liroshima and
Nagasaki melted in the fervent heat of
the terrible holocaust caused by the
atomic bomb.

Yes, as World War Il ended, Ameri-
ca smugly relaxed in the complacent
belief that she alone possessed the sec-
ret of the bomb. Four years passed,
then the country was rudely unde-
ceived. Russia, aided by traitors in our
midst, stole atomic secrets from our
nation and learned to make the bomb.
On August 20, 1953, came the fateful
announcement by our scientists that
Russia had exploded a so-called hy-
drogen bomb or "hell"-bomb! The hy-

drogen bomb is believed to have a
thousand times the power of the old
A-bomb and can destroy everything
within the radius of ten miles. It is
potentially capable of destroying the
world's largest cities in a moment of
time.

Few doubt any longer that the pop-
ulation of the world faces the possibil-
ity of world suicide. Unless Christ re-.
turns, it appears likely that the human
race will destroy itself. Jesus said that
this very thing would happen, except
for Divine intervention. Because of
God's elect, however, this supreme
tragedy will not be permitted. "For
the elect's.,sake, the days shall be short-
ened." Thus the appearance of the atomic
and hydrogen bombs with their frightful
potential power to "mass-kill" certainly
foreshadows the early return of the
Lord Jesus Christ.

OF ISRAEL

To understand the significance of a
matter which we shall now take note of,

we call attention to the Law of the Jubilee
which was given to Israel (Lev. 25 :8-24).
The Jubilee was to recur every 49 years.
after Israel entered into the land of
Canaan. The following year, the fiftieth.
was the actual year. of the Jubilee. The
Jubilee had a remarkable significance and
meaning to Israel.

On that year, Israel was to "pro-
claim liberty throughout all the land
unto all the inhabitants thereof: it
shall be a jubile unto you; and ye
shall return every nan unto his pos-
scssion, and ye shall return every
;;tan unto his family" (Lev. 25:10).
According to the chronological record,

we are now on the eve of Israel's 70th
Jubilee! \'Vhat is the significance of the
number "seventy?" Seventy is the num-
ber of completeness. Seventy weeks of
years were determined upon Daniel's peo-
ple, the Jews (Dan 9:24). Men were to
forgive "seventy times seven." Christ sent

THIS REMARKABLE STAMP of the present
Nation of Israel has the number 70 en-
graved upon it, and a background of Har-
vest time, when He (Christ) shall thrust in
the sickle, and reap. (Rev. 14:15.)
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FBI REPORT
MAJOR CRIMES INCREASED 2.5 per-

cent in the first six months of this
year, compared with. the same period in
1952. The 1.047,000 crimes at the mid-year
point of 1953 represented a 9 percent in-
crease over the 1951 semi-annual figures.
Victims of killers in this country num-
bered 6,470 while over 54,000 other indi-
viduals were feloniously assaulted by
rapists or potential killers. Over 29,000
victims were confronted by robbers using
guns, or other weapons, or force. This re-
port, anything but encouraging, has been
released by J. Edgar Hoover, Director.
Federal Bureau of Investigation, Wash-
ington, D. C. It surely points up to the
fulfillment of the endtime prophecy in II
Timothy 3:13, "Evil men - . - shall wax
worse and worse."

TWO MINUTES TO MIDNIGHT
The annodnement by the Soviet Gov-

ernment that it had exploded a hydrogen
bomb, and the admission by the Atomic
Energy Commission that an atomic test
involving bdth fission and thermonuclear
reactions had been detected, has caused
the editors & the Bulletin of the Atomic
Scientists to move the hands of the
world's nuclear time clock ahead another
minute. It is now 2 MINUTES TO MID-
NIGHT, on the clock appearing on the
cover of the September issue of the Bul-
letin.

Ralph E. Lapp, noted authority and
adviser on matters of atomic energy,
writing in the September issue of the
Bulletin, says "What scientists have
dreaded since 145 has come to pass.
Eight years after Hiroshima the world
finds itself in the death grips of an

atomic arms race. While the United
States, in its decade of atomic arming,
has stockpiled "A-bombs" numbered in
the thousands, this does not and cannot
obscure the immense significance of the
Soviet atomic arsenal. We find ourselves
paired off with an aggressor nation that
possesses some hundreds of atomic wea-
pons- What is more, the Soviets have
made it clear that they will match our
pace of weapon development—including
the hydrogen or fusion bomb. This ap-
parently irreversible situation is precise-
ly the one whose prospect led to the
founding of the Bulletin.

"Those of us who have seen in the
pages of this magazine a means for pub
lie enlightmerit on the all-important mat-
ter of the atomic arms race have endors-
ed free and open discussion of the mo-
mentous issues as the basic instrument
for alerting both our countrymen and our
government. Yet, as the Paul Reveres of
the postwar period, we have not m't with
overwhelming success. And as the hands
of the clock creep closer to the midnight
hour—the black point of history—we find
the countryside fast asleep. Only a few
can be aroused." The words of this atomic
authority remind us of the words of
Jesus: "While the bridegroom tarried,
they all slumbered and slept." Matthew
25:5. This is a sign of the last days.

A TIME OF REVOLUTION
'We must remember that all our. plans

must realistically take account—not just
this year but every year—of colossal and
continuing technological change. We are
living in a time of revolution in military
science. Today twenty-five aircraft equip-
ped with modern weapons can in a single

attack visit upon an enemy as much ex-
plosive violence as was hurled at Ger.
many by our entire air effort through-
out four years of World War II." This
startling statement made by President
Eisenhower a few months ago should
cause students of BibleS prophecy to
realize that while diplomats today are
sitting at the conference tables and cry
ing "peace and safety" it would only take
a few hours to bring "sudden destruction"
upon the world. See I Thessalonians 5:3.

RUSSIAN UNCERTAINTY
A truce has muffled the guns and

halted the patrols in Korea. The fighting
and the suffering and the dying have
stopped. Whether one believes the United
Nations and the United States have "won"
the war by showing the world that they
will halt evil, wherever it sprouts, or
whether he believes the U. N. and the
U. S. have "lost" it by not driving the
enemy into Manchuria and unifying
Korea, he is profoundly grateful at least,
for the fact that the young men on a far
off peninsula are through with shedding
blood.

But are they through for good? Will
they—or other young men have to re-
sume combat? No one. knows; no one,
that is, except the Communist rulers in-
side the Kremlin and their sub-bosses in
China and North Korea. If the Red gang-
sters want peace, there shall be peace.
If they want war, there shall be war.

Every time the spokesman of Russia,
whoever he may be, opens his moüthat
the U. N. he gives additional proof that
the Kremlin has no desire or intention
to come to any agreement for peace ex-
cept on its own terms. Russia's idea of
atomic disarmament, for example, is an
agreement among the major powers to
destroy all their atomic weapons and
ammunition, but not to let any check be
made of its own compliance. Its record
of default in agreements with its former
allies is conclusive evidence that it makes
promises only to break them in its own
interest.
Therefore, the only certainty stemming

from the cease-fire agreed on at Panmun-
jom is uncertainty. This situation only
serves to increase the "distress of nations,
with perplexity," as prophesied by Jesus,
as a sign of the endtime. Luke 21:25.
