(Our readers will remember the story of the historic revival
in Argentina, where Tommy Hicks preached to 200,000 people
inside Huracan Stadium, and perhaps to as many more outside
who could not get in. About the first of this year Brother Hicks
returned to Argentina. For ten days, he preached in the Atlanta
Stadium. Then suddenly the meetings were closed down, and
the evangelist was forced to remain in his hotel room. Later in
a meeting with President Peron he was informed that the presi-
dent had learned of a plot to kill the evangelist, and therefore
he was taken into custody and given protection. Later, how-
ever, he was released and was given permission to preach in
many of the cities of Argentina.

After the close of his second Argentina campaign, Evangelist
Hicks left for Europe, with the purpose of preaching behind
the Iron Curtain, in Russia and the satellite countries. The pro-
posed venture was so bold that those who heard it were skepti-
cal and thought that it was an advertising stunt. They reckoned
without host, however, for the God of these men who have been
called to a ministry of deliverance in these last days, is a God
with whom nothing is impossible. Through a series of miracles,
God opened the door so that Tommy Hicks was not only able

of Soviet Socialist republics:

“In my capacity as God's servant and as a man and a

"l also swear to respect and oblige all my subordinates to
respect the laws of the republic; | swear to oppose myself to
any action of my subordinate tending to infringe the estab-

lished order as well as in taking part in such deeds."”

The ordinary '‘servants of creeds'’ conclude their oath by

the following words:

"l swear to respect the existing laws and not to reveal

While on the way to Russia, Brother
Hicks stopped in Jerusalem. He begins by
telling of his experiences there at Calvary

As our airplane swung to the left, I
was tapped on the shoulder, and someone
said, “We are here.” As I looked out
ahead, I could see Jerusalem, the city of
David, the birthplace of Christianity.
There was only one reason why I had
come to this city. I had three things I
wanted to do. One, I wanted to stand on
Golgotha’s hill and live the scene of 2000
years ago, when the lonely Man of Gali-
lee died on the Cross. I wanted to see the
tomb; I wanted to go into the upper room.
I wanted to read that story, standing on
that hill and I wanted to go into the
garden tomb and pray, in the place where
Jesus lay. I wanted to kneel and tell Him
how much I loved Him for taking my
place. But I did not know that Golgotha
was closed to the public and no one was
allowed there. It is in the hands of the
Moslems and they now refuse permission

UOTED above are the words of Jesus. When you are saved

he unclean spirit goes out of you, but he goes into spiritual
dry places seeking a place of habitation. He then comes back
and tries to take up his former abode, swept and garnished.
Finding it, he gets seven devils worse than himself and enters
into that house. All of the rest of them come in with him, and
the last state of that person is worse than the first!

God’s Spirit revealed to me that every child of God is attacked
by one of these seven demons. God has revealed this to my own
heart. That is why Peter said for us not to think it strange
concerning the fiery trial which may happen or has already
happened to you. The devil will attack you with something which
has been contrary to you all your life; something so strange
and contrary to you that it will cause your mind to become
confused.

(1) An Unclean Demon

First, the devil that left you when you were converted will
try to come back. If you've been a cigarette smoker, he will try
to get you to go back to smoking them, or he will try to get
you to take another drink of liquor. If you are a man who has
lived a loose life, and have not controlled your passions, he will
try to urge you back into that sin and get you to commit some
unclean and adulterous act. Yes, the first demon that left you
is the one that will try to come back first. But, if he can not
get in, one of the seven he went out to get will attempt to get
in. If you let one of them in, the door is then open for all of
them to come in.

(2) A Jealous Demon

After I married, my wife worked while I was going to Bible
school to train myself for the ministry that God had called me
into. I would come in from school, lay on my bed, open my Bible
and start to study and prepare my lessons. One day, as I was
reading and studying the Word, one of these demon powers
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attacked my body suddenly. He began trying to make me feel
that my wife was trifling on me where she worked. The devil
said, “You don’t know what she is doing down there.” I asked
the Lord why I thought such about my precious wife, when she
had always been virtuous and clean, and I was the one who
had lived an ungodly life. If anyone had the right to mistrust,
it was she who had the right not to believe in me. That thought
seemed to stabilize me; then I knew it was a trick of the devil.
I continued praying, pleading, crying against that “Thing”.
Then the precious power of God came into my life and broke
the yoke of Satan and enabled me to become a conqueror over
the devil of jealousy.

(3) A Demon of Power

The devil will try, through his demons of power, to disrupt
your mind; he will attempt to direct your thinking, and what
you plan to do, into wrong channels. He will even interrupt
your sleep, and disrupt your thoughts while you are asleep,
if he can’t penetrate your mind when you are awake. He will
endeavor to give you dreams that will frustrate your mind and
make you feel that you are backslidden and away from God.

(4) A Demon of Suggestion

When I was in sin, I would do anything but take God’s name
in vain. I refused to do that. That was the only line I drew. My
mother had definitely instilled that in my heart. She taught me
that it was the most terrible sin one could commit. One day, in
the postoffice, I heard a man cursing, taking God’s Name in
vain; it made cold chills run all through me. It sounded so vile!

After I was saved, the devil tried to make me take God’s Name
in vain. As he made those subtle suggestions tears streamed
down my face in the darkroom, where I was developing pictures.
There were several other people around me in that darkroom,
and I could not pray as I wanted to, but I lifted my face to God
and said, “Lord, even in sin, I would not take your Name in
vain. Please free me from this attack.” Immediately, the Pres-
ence of God came down and delivered my mind. I have never
been troubled by that demon since.

(5) A Demon of Covetousness

The devil will attempt to make you covetous. Don’t pet the
demon of covetousness, which would cause you to want what the
other person has. Some covet other men’s wives, their land,
cattle, or cars. If you yield to that demon, he will take you to
hell, from whence he came!

This is another powerful demon, which tempts the Christian
just as he does the sinner. It is this demon that causes the
robber to rob the bank. This is one of the demons that fre-
quently causes trouble in churches. He gets into a church mem-
ber, or perhaps sometimes into the board of deacons, and starts
strife in a church. This is one demon we should guard against,
above all others. ¢Continued on Page 18)

was impossible. I asked him where I could
go to someone else, and he referred me
to the Moslem Council in the City of Jeru-
salem. After I had talked to the Chief of
the Council for some time I knew that
only a miracle of God would cause him
to give me consent. I prayed silently and
suddenly it happened. His little boy was
in the next room, sick with fever; he was
crying. Though I had to use an inter-
preter, in less than three minutes time
after we prayed for the boy, the fever was
gone, and we were on our way to Gol-
gotha with a special permit.

On top of the hill T had the greatest
experience of my Christian life. My guide
was a wonderful man, not a Christian,
but one who had received most of his edu-
catton in England and then had returned
to Jerusalem to live. He went with me to
the top of the hill and there I opened my
Bible and began reading the story. Never
before had my whole heart and soul been
so enraptured as now. The scenes of yes-
terday became real. There was a great
stillness; I was trembling from head to
toe; I began to weep, as a new realization
of God had swept into my soul. It was
then that I felt the power of God. It
seemed to fill my body and soul; it was
so great that I fell prostrate on my face.
I do not know how long I was there, but
when I raised my eyes, my guide was
close to me. He was saying something in
his language and his hands were stretched
toward me. I gently laid my hand on his
shoulder and spoke to him.

He raised his head with tears pouring
from his eyes and said: “Pray for me for
I am a wicked and sinful man, for I would
like to know this Jesus whom you have
just met. I did not see Him but I felt
Him.” I cannot remember the time when
I could not control my weeping as when
this man asked me to pray for him. But
two thousand years ago, on that same hill
another man said: “Lord remember me
when thou comest into thy Kingdom.” We
prayed and what joy came to him was re-
corded in heaven.

Then we visited the Garden Tomb. Mr.,
Matter, the keeper of the Garden, gave
me the key and told me to lock the door
and stay as long as I liked. I knelt by the
side of the empty tomb and prayed. Once
again, time lost its meaning. I was lost
in prayer. This time God was to do a new
thing for me, something I had never
known before of his love and compassion.
Suddenly the empty tomb became filled
with light. I did not realize it was [ight
from another world. I only knew that I
could feel His power and presence. I must
have shouted very loud, because suddenly
someone was knocking on the door, ask-
ing me if I was all right. I do not know
how long I sat there a%ter that, but when
I came out it was dark; many hours had
passed by. God did a new thing for me
that evening in the old Garden Tomb that
never shall leave me.

From Jerusalem I went to Zurich,
Switzerland. I did not know that this was
the proving ground. This seemed to be
God’s answer to what He had given me,
for in six days time we saw one of the
greatest outpourings of the Spirit of God
in Switzerland in over a hundred years.
With little or no advertisement we filled
the largest auditorium in Zurich. People
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came from every part of Switzerland and
from Germany. We plan to return there
as soon as possible to use a great stadium.
Listen to the words of Pastor Schneider:

TESTIMONY OF PASTOR SCHNEIDER

“Those who had the privilege to visit
the wonderful meetings of Brother Hicks,
from April 29th to May 4th in Zurich will
remember them as unforgettable days,
which influenced whole Switzerland.
Never before, with the one exception per-
haps of the World Conference did we
have so great meetings. Never before did
we see so many people come forward to
give their lives to the Lord. How wonder-
ful to see this multitude of men and wom-
en who were put in the light of the
Gospel. It was given to His servant,
Brother Hicks to preach the word clear
and comprehensible, illustrative and con-
vincing and in the power of the Holy
Spirit. Between two and three thousand
people have given their lives to the Lord
or have renewed their covenant with God.

“Although the meetings lasted nearly
three hours nobody found them boring. It
was like the rushing of mighty waters
when the thousands of people sang:
‘Isn’t He wonderful.” The people wouldn’t
miss the meeting. The miracles were
spoken of in the town and we are sure that
a longer ministry of Brother Hicks would
have put ‘upside down,’ if not our whole
country, at least a great part of it.”

At the close of the Zurich meeting, we
made our way into Germany and Eng-
land, and after many trying days, we re-
ceived our visa to enter the satellite coun-
tries and into Poland, where each step of
the way we saw the hand of God leading
us. From Poland we made our way into
Finland, and through a miracle of God,
arrangements were made to have meet-
ings in the City of Helsinki after our re-
turn from Russia.

ENTERING RUSSIA

It was almost the last week of June
when our final papers were granted for
Russia. How our hearts beat with antici-

pation of the visit that lay ahead. We
entered Russia by Warsaw, Poland. Stal-
ingrad was our first steg, then on to Ros-
tov, Kiev, Tananrog, Kharkov, Cancases,
Crimea, and Voroneah, and many other
cities, for twenty-eight days, day after
day, preaching an average of three times
every day, many times four and five serv-
ices, not spending more than two or three
days in a city, but what happened in those
days will live forever in the souls and
hearts of those people behind the Iron
Curtain.

My greatest handicap was the fact that
I did not have a Christian interpreter, for
only in two cities did I have one that was
a Christian. Other than these two times
we had to use non-Christians. But despite
all this God honored His word. We can
honestly say that at least half of every
congregation made a decision for Christ.
How earnest those people were when they
prayed the sinner’s prayer! It was always
with deep emotion and strong crying that
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one could not help but weep with them.
The deep hunger in their hearts was far
bey(;?d anything one would dream or
think.

Perhaps one of the outstanding mir-
acles of my ministry happened in the city
of Rostov. In the midst of my sermon, for
reasons unknown to anyone, my inter-
preter stopped and began cursing me,
saying she did not believe the things I
was saying, and she refused to interpret
them, and stepping back, she spit in my
face. I was so shocked and stunned I could
do nothing but look at her, and as I saw
her walk off the platform I wiped the spit
off my face, and turned to the congrega-
tion, and began to weep because I was so
deeply hurt. As I did this, suddenly a
mighty anointing came upon me and for
more than five minutes, I spoke with the
greatest force I had ever known in all my
life, words that I had never learned nor
did I understand. Then I turned and asked
how many would receive Christ. These
words were evidently understood, and to
my amazement, more than half the con-
gregation raised their hands. After I
prayed with them, where they were, I
asked them to come forward and kneel in
front of me. I made them to understand
this by making motions and kneeling
down myself. They began praying. For
more than one hour it was impossible to
get them from their knees. Only in the
records of eternity, will we know the re-
sults of these meetings.

A VIEW INTO THE FUTURE

In this present article | am going to relate some of the things
which the Lord has been showing me during recent months.

The purpose of these
revelations of the Spirit is, | believe, to prepare the Church for
the things which lie ahead.

A UNITING OF THE BODY OF CHRIST

F IRST of all mighty forces are at work to unify the members
of the Body of Christ, forces greater than those seeking to
divide it. The chief means that is bringing this about is the
manifestation of the power of the supernatural. It is not the
words of men that count in determining position in the Body
of Christ, but the power. As the Apostle Paul said, “But I will
come to you shortly, if the Lord will, and will know, not the
speech of them which are puffed up but the power. For the
kingdom of God is not in word but in power.” (I Cor. 4:19-20.)
With the uniting of the Body of Christ, there will also come
a separation. Those who tend to ecclesiasticism instead of the
power of God will draw away. This is as it always has been.
John the Apostle spoke of some who “went out from us” for
“they were not of us.” (I John 2:19.) But those who truly
love the power of God and who are standing for the manifesta-
tion of the gifts of the Spirit will rejoice in what God is doing
and they will draw together.

God is moving mightily in the orthodox denominations who
have not previously declared themselves for Divine healing.
The Episcopal Church has taken a strong stand, and they now
have many churches where Divine healing is practiced. The
Presbyterian Church in Korea is making an appeal to some of
our evangelists to come and hold healing campaigns in Korea,
but perhaps the happiest sign of all is the turn toward the
supernatural that has taken place in the Full Gospel organiza-
tions. This is due to farsighted men who are in a position of
leadership. One large organization has recently adopted a favor-
able resolution that their evangelists with a healing ministry,
minister in foreign countries.

Ecclesiasticism seeks to maintain its own aggrandizement
apart from others, of the Body of Christ, and this tends to
divide the Church. But when the power of God is manifest,
people from all organizations as well as the old-line denomina-
tions will come together in unity of Spirit. We may say that in
the coming months there is going to be an increasing working
together of the Lord’s people who believe in the power of God.
Of course, those who are not in sympathy with this, will draw
away.

A GREAT REVIVAL IS COMING

We have recently seen some of the greatest revivals in the
history of the world, yet a greater one is on the way. The
result of God’s people working together will be to impress the
world with the truth of the authenticity of the mission of
Christ. This is shown in Christ’s prayer, “That they all may
be one: as thou Father art in me, and I in thee, that they also
may be one in us: that the world may believe that thou hast
sent me.” (John 17:21.) It is not great triumph for men of a
denomination to cling together. This is common to all religious
organizations, whether they are anointed of God or otherwise,
but it is truly the work of the Spirit of God when men feel a
kinship between themselves and of an altogether different or-
ganization. It is the work of the natural man to pray, “my
kingdom come” or “our kingdom come,” but it is the work of
the Spirit when men pray “Thy kingdom come.” It is truly of
God when men are willing to rejoice in the extension of God's
kingdom whether the revival takes place within their particular
group or that of another. The Spirit of God speaking to us
expressly of the coming revival, said this:

“What thinkest thou of the Scripture when it says that the
Spirit of God shall be poured out upon all flesh? Have ye
seen in your day or the days before thee such an outpouring?
Yes, but thou shalt see, for the Lord shall raise up His arm
and it shall come as it never has come in all the days before—
the outpouring of the Spirit of the Living God.”

But the Spirit went on to say that those who share in this
outpouring shall give all glory to the Living God and shall not
be motivated by personal ambitions,

“They shall have nothing of themselves, neither look to
anything of themselves, but unto God shall they find all
things, and unto Him shall they give all things, honor and
glory. For He shall cause them to enter into His glory, and
be at rest with Him forever.”

THERE IS COMING A MIGHTY OPERATION
OF THE GIFTS OF THE SPIRIT

In the early days of the Pentecostal outpouring there was

a great emphasis on speaking in other tongues. This emphasis

should be continued though not to the exclusion of other gifts.

Divine healing was also featured by some of the leading evan-

gelists of past years but even that ebbed to a considerable extent

after these evangelists passed from the scene. The fact is that

LIFE GREATLY AFFECTED BY MEETING
WM. BRANHAM

THESE strange reports we began to
hear preceded a significant event in
the life of Jack Moore and his church.
Since the dropping of the atom bomb
over Hiroshima had shocked the world,
he’d had the feeling that God would send
something out of the ordinary in the spir-
itual to startle and awaken the people.
A young Baptist preacher named Wil-
liam Branham was said to be having most
unusual happenings in his brief meetings
up in Arkansas and Missouri, with many
miracles of healing, signs and wonders.
All the things we heard about him seemed
quite incredible; but as he was traveling
southward, he stopped with us...and
since that time we have never doubted
that William Branham is truly a prophet
sent from God. Could I ever forget the
first time I saw him—that Sunday after-
noon in 1947 when a little 38 Ford turned
in our driveway, and a slight, tired man
with the deep eyes of a mystic, got out
and looked around. As I watched from a
window, I began to weep for no apparent
reason, except that my heart seemed to
break. That melting continued through-
out those days of meeting, and was shared
by many others...and none of us have
ever quite gotten over it. Those floods of
tears seemed to flow away so much mate-
rialism, selfishness and carnality that we
had unconsciously held to. In the shadow
of this humble servant, and the strong
presence of God that accompanied him,
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nothing seemed important anymore but
just to be near God. I remember wonder-
ing if I weuld ever want to go shopping
again or desire a new hat!

After meeting Bro. Branham, our rou-
tine changed considerably. Daddy’s busi-
ness took second place, and he was gone
for many weeks at a time in the meetings.
He was willing to give or go to the ends
of the earth to see that many others were
enabled to receive the wonderful bless-
ings that we had... (for did not even
his own mother receive healing of an ul-
cerated stomach she had suffered for
years, and from that night until this is
able to eat anything she wants?)

Bro. Branham seemed to have a special
love for him, and wanted him near, and
it is clear now that God used Jack Moore
in a unique way to spread this great min-
istry; for though he was saved and
brought under the influence of a group
of fine Pentecostal people, yet he had al-
ways believed that God was no respecter
of denominational lines, and felt that
there should be unity among the children
of God in various churches.

CRITICIZED FOR NEUTRAL STAND
“Compromiser!” he has been called by
many. “Doesn’t know what he believes,”
say some. The accusers just do not under-
stand. Few men possess such a thorough
knowledge of the Scriptures and clarity
of understanding; he knows where he
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stands, and has confounded scholars. But
he sees that “by one Spirit are we all
baptized into one body,” and that there
is actually no division in the Body of
Christ, though men choose to try to prove
that there is. If God chooses to bless a
man with His Spirit, who are we to deny
it? Since this is an imperfect world, and
our minds and understanding are imper-
fect, it seems impossible that we will ever
all see alike. But we can still love and
respect one another, rather than fighting,
biting and proselyting!

These were Daddy’s convictions. Thus
through his efforts the ministry of Bro.
Branham blessed the people of not just
one group, but many, all of them precious
children of the Lord. He thought of his old
friend, Gordon Lindsay, then a busy pas-
tor in Oregon, and how he would enjov
having and knowing Bro. Branham, and
that introduction actually marked the
starting-point of a work which has
reached world-wide scope. You hold a part
of it in your hand right now. For after
having arranged meetings with Bro.
Branham in large auditoriums in the
northwest, and seeing so many thousands
brought together around the miraculous
gift vested in him, these two friends
agreed that there should be a strong voice
sounding out the news of this mighty
visitation to the world.

THE VOICE OF HEALING

Thus the Voice of Healing was born.
Bro. Branham gave it the name. Besides
publishing a magazine and books, they
undertook great union meetings in cities
of America, Canada and Europe, with the
same report coming from each place —
Masses of people saved, healed and in-
spired by witnessing Bro. Branham’s
wonderful ministry.

The tremendous growth of TVH was
almost overnight. With Bro. Lindsay, the
editor, away most of the time in the meet-
ings, preaching and writing material, the
lot fell to Daddy and me to carry on the
production and business end of it. We
evicted a family of cats from a little room
over our garage and set up a temporary
office, where I and helpers from the
church worked day and night to keep up
with the demand for the new magazine.
It was a joy to be able to furnish them
with such good news as those pages con-
tained, and I have never regretted one
minute of the time and strength spent
during those four years. The size of this
work doubled and tripled many times, and
three times we were forced to move into
larger quarters. Finally, we outgrew our
city’s facilities, and today, a vast im-
provement over that little garage room,

The Branham Meeting
At Lausanne, Switzerland

THE Branham meeting in Lausanne,
Switzerland, began the following
Monday after leaving Germany and con-
tinued through Sunday. This beautiful
city is in the Southern part of Switzer-
land near the border of France; and the
people all spoke French. As the truth was
presented through a French interpreter,
faith rose higher and higher each day of
the meeting. It thrilled our hearts to see
these French sinners respond by the thou-
sands to the invitations to accept Christ.
On Sunday afternoon after Brother
Branham preached a stirring evangelistic
sermon, between three and four thousand
quickly stood to accept Christ; and when
I gave another invitation that night, fol-
lowing Brother Branham’s ministry to
the sick, some 1,500 more stood to receive
Christ. After Brother Branham’s invita-
tion in the afternoon 2,000 names and
addresses were handed in before the
cards for that purpose ran out. The thou-
sands of seats in the great tabernacle
were all taken and hundreds stood on the
inside, beside the crowd outside looking
through the openings from the outside.
Brother Branham told the audience that
he had never witnessed such a mass faith.
Their faces fairly beamed with faith, and
the miracles were amazing. Among
many others pointed out by Brother
Branham was a woman with tuberculo-
sis of the spine in bed eight years. He
told her that she had just been healed
and to get up, which she did, walking in
her bare feet. The very next morning she
went shopping and bought a new pair of
shoes which she had on when she came
to the platform the next night and told
the great audience the details of her eight
years of suffering and of her wonderful
healing the night before. Just after her
healing Brother Branham pointed to a
paralytic and he rose from his bed com-
pletely healed. Then a totaly blind man
was instantly healed while standing in

the healing line before his time came. In
an afternoon meeting some twenty were
healed of totally deaf ears, including some
from birth, and two whose one ear had
been destroyed by radical mastoid opera-
tions.

ANOTHER MINISTERS' BREAKFAST

On Saturday morning all the denomi-
national pastors of Lausanne, including
those of the State Church, and many
newspaper reporters, gathered in the
large banqueting hall of a hotel, for a
ministers’ breakfast, as the ministers in
Germany had done a week before. The
party was introduced by Dr. Guggen-
buhl, this time speaking in the French
language. After Brother Arganbright
and I spoke briefly Brother Branham
addressed them, urging love and unity be-
tween all denominations. His appeal was
so sweet that I saw many of the ministers
in tears.

Just as Brother Branham sat down
with the party at the head of the two
long tables, which extended into another
hall, he saw in vision, as in the case of
Congressman Upshaw in California, the
life in detail of a converted Italian com-

munist leader of 31,000 communists in
Italy. This man whom Brother Branham
had never seen before was sitting at the
table near our party. As Brother Bran-
ham described his life and his need of
healing he was instantly healed. While
describing what the Holy Spirit was
showing him in vision, as so often in the
past, a light appeared over Brother Bran-
ham’s head, and three different pictures
taken by the leading reporter showed this
light while the life of this converted com-
munist was being described. Some 25
other photos were afterwards taken and
none of them showed this light.

After Brother Branham’s address fol-
lowing tMe breakfast, he had to leave, but
all the ministers and reporters, four long
rows of them, kept their seats and I stood
at the head of the tables while they asked
me questions about the healing Gospel
and ministry until 12:30. It was a heav-
enly time and all agreed that the meeting
and Brother Branham’s ministry was of
God, and that it was Divinely attested by
miracles. I am sure that great things will
be the result of this ministers’ breakfast.

The details of the German and Switzer-
land revivals if written, would fill a great
volume which would surprise the world.
Both Germany and Switzerland are ripe
for a great Divine visitation. Brother
Branham was continually urged to re-
turn, which he expects to do as the Lord
leads. Many invitations from other cities
in Germany, Switzerland, Italy and
France were received by Brother Bran-
ham before we left Switzerland.

We left for home from the beautiful
city of Geneva, our plane coming down
in Frankfort, Germany; Brussels, Bel-
gium; Manchester, England; Shannon,
Ireland, and in Newfoundland before we
arrived in New York.

We are surely living in the time of a
great world-wide revival preparatory to
the coming of our Lord!

HIS VISION FOR THE CHURCH

I must hasten on to include several
other high poirts in this life story. It
would not be complete without an account
of the progress of the church, which be-
gan to make greater strides after Bro.
Branham became our “associate pastor,”
making frequent visits here. Since Daddy
had first come to this town, he had en-
visioned a location in the heart of the
city, preferably on a short avenue
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(Grand) which links the two main down-
town streets. Our first Tabernacle was in
a residential district, and the neighbors
often raised static about the services
being “too loud and too late.” Sometimes,
during one of the “big” meetings, traffic
in the area would be congested, and they
strongly objected to this. (Of course, the
college football field was just two blocks
away, and their screams and traffic were
not objectionable!) But besides, we
needed more space.

One day Daddy was out on a job when
a realtor friend of his strode up and told
him he had just run across a bargain for
somebody in an old house that could be
wrecked and salvaged, and he thought
he’d give him first chance at it.

“Where is it?” asked the contractor
casually.
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“On Grand Avenue,” answered the
realtor.

“I'll take it.”

“But you don’t even know what it looks
like or what the price is.”

“That’s all right. Mark it sold and I'll
pay you later,” said a businessman-pastor
who exercises faith, and then works to
bring about the thing he has faith for.

Many months later, the God-given mis-
sion became a reality as the beautiful new
downtown Tabernacle opened its first re-
vival campaign, with Wm. Branham as
the evangelist.

What the thousands of people who have
been blessed inside these walls since then

NATIVE INDONESIAN PREACHERS' MINISTRY
CONFIRMED BY SIGNS, WONDERS, MIRACLES!!

T HE 78 million citizens of the Republic
of Indonesia live on a chain of three
thousand islands extending for more than
three thousand miles, from the Indian
Ocean to the Pacific, spreading out over
an area larger than the United States.
This vast Island-Republic lies between
Australia, the Philippines and Malaya.
The Dutch ruled the islands from 1591 to
1942 when her colonial army collapsed be-
fore the Japanese invaders who possessed
the country until Indonesia’s national
heroes emerged from countless brave, but
unsuccessful rebellions and proclaimed
the existence of an independent Republic
on August 17, 1945. On Sept. 29, 1950,
Indonesia became the 60th member of the
United Nations, and is commonly called
“The New Nation Of The World.” Her
constitution, based on democratic prin-
ciples, guarantees freedom of speech,
press and religion to both men and women
of all races and creeds.

Scientists regard Indonesia as one of
the oldest centers of human life. Hindus
came about the time of Christ’s birth, at
which time writing was introduced. In the
13th century, the great Islam tide reached
Indonesia. But it was not until July, 1954.
when we arrived in Djakarta, the capital
city, to conduct a great evangelistic and
healing campaign, that she experienced
her first great open-air Gospel ministry.

Having seen first-hand the spiritual
hunger of the Indonesian people, we
thank God for inspiring the institution of
the Ass'n for Native Evangelism through
which assistance is being made available
to various Full Gospel Missionary Agen-
cies labouring in Indonesia to send her
native preachers as missionaries to the
unreached peoples of her islands.

MIRACLES IN BALI THROUGH NATIVE
MINISTRY

We have just approved several more
applications from Indonesia, one of which
is for a native preacher who is taking
the Gospel to the famous island of Bali.
This is one of most neglected fields in the
world. It has a world-famous tourist
name because of its beauty and half-clad
maidens, but it is populated by well over
a million souls, most of whom have never
in their lives been privileged to hear the
Gospel of Christ.

This brother has been having meetings
with great success. Over 169 miracles of
healing, such as blind, deaf, dumb, T.B.,
heart trouble and lame cases, have been
reported. As a result, of course, many are
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finding Christ as their Saviour. The area
of jungle and mountains where he is la-
bouring is very thickly populated with
towns and villages. It is virgin territory
for the Gospel.

NATIVES REPORT MIRACLES, CONVERSIONS
AND OVERWHELMING JOY IN
VILLAGE-MINISTRY

From one of the Missionary-Supervi-
sors comes the following encouraging re-
marks: (Particular names and places are
necessarily omitted to prevent local oppo-
sition. Full particulars are on file and
have been sent to the individual sponsors
of each native concerned.)

“l am most grateful for your help in
assisting three native preachers whom we
have sent out, and I have just received
reports which will be of interest to you.

“Brother went into the heathen
villages on the island of with the
Gospel and healing. The people fell on his
neck weeping and begged him to stay
among them. He made known to them
the love of Christ. Many listened to the
Gospel and fifteen were saved and five
healed of their diseases on this his first
missionary effort among them.

“Another of the workers reports that
he has visited many heathen villages on
the island of and has found hearts
stirred to hear the Gospel. The language
difficulty was great but yet this brother’s
zeal and earnestness proved such a wit-
ness before the Indonesian Government
Authorities there that we were called be-
fore the Religious Department Head here
at our station and asked to take over
dozens of islands to evangelize and care
for.

From another group of islands within
the Indonesian Republic, another Mis-
sionary-Supervisor and director of an-
other wonderful Native Bible School has
sent some thrilling letters lately concern-
ing the ministeries of certain native-mis-
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sionary-graduates from the school who
have been enabled, with assistance from
this Crusade, to go immediately to pio-
neer new works and evangelize among the
neglected villages on the islands of their
area.

One of his first letters states: “When
we arrived here, we saw clearly that the
best way to evangelize was to train the
native to reach the native, so we started
a Bible School for this purpose. The
places we have opened this way are all
heathen and many are Devil worshippers.
We opened one Devil-worshipping village
some time back and during one of the
services, the power fell and five of them
received the Baptism of the Holy Ghost
including the former priest of the Devil-
worshippers. There have been some mar-
velous healings amongst them also. One
good healing does more than many ser-
mons.”

From a later letter we quote: “I was
just up in the district where two of the
natives whom you are assisting are work-
ing and they are doing a wonderful work.
They have laboured in three villages, all
of them Devil-worshippers. In some in-
stances whole families have followed the
Lord. They have seen many idols de-
stroyed and in two instances the idol
temples have been torn down.

“We have had the greatest blessing so
far in the last few months as four Devil-
Priests have been converted, and one of
them has been accepted for Bible School,
as he said that he wanted to be a real
teacher. When I thought of a Devil-Priest
who knew all the secrets of Devil-
worship ‘becoming a preacher, 1 was
thrilled as I knew he could expose all of
the witch-craft, wicked practices, and
show the natives the real power of God.
Also a man who has been a lener for over
20 years has been healed. His hair and
eyebrows are growing back now, and they
are black.”

From this Supervisor’s last letter we
quote: “I have just returned from the
large island of where we have placed
Brother , whose application you last
approved. This island alone has over 60
villages. Some meetings were held while
I was there and the yard was full of na-
tives listening to the Word of God. One
girl who was deaf in one ear was healed.
Many said that they believed when they
saw this.

“The native preachers whom you are
assisting go into new areas and work long
enough to get a work well organized and
going (usually about six months), then
they are moved into another new area and
we send one from the Bible School to take
over the new work. My greatest draw-
back is that I cannot train new workers
fast enough.

“Our hearts rejoice to see these work-
ers happy in the Lord’s work. We have
taken them into a new area finding the
people in misery and living in fear and
superstition; then we go back after the
workers have been there for a while and
find a band of converted natives living
for God, singing and testifying. That cer-
tainly makes us know it is worth every
trial and sacrifice.”

I asked a woman who had one eye
burned out if she wanted healing. She
said she was so thankful to God for leav-
ing her sight in one eye that she vowed to
Him she would never ask Him to heal
the blind eye! She would liave been doing
God a favor by allowing Him to heal the
eye, for He would have been greatly
glorified in the healing.

In Bible days, Jesus never turned any-
one away, tellmg him he had received
enough. His promises are not modified by
what He has already done for us. He de-
lighteth in mercy (Mi. 7:18). The ones
for whom He does the most love Him

most (Luke 7:43). God 1is ever sayving,
“Ask of Me,” or “Ye have not, because
ye ask not.”

Suppose a sinner would not ask for for-
giveness because God had been good
enough to him. That attitude keeps many
from receiving the Hol{ Ghost. Suppose
a mother would tell the Lord she wouldn’t
ask Him to save the rest of her children
because He saved part of them. Suppose
you would say that about your food,
water, sunshine, and eye-sight.

ON GIVING GOD THE GLORY

IFTY years ago,
in the aftermath
of the famous Welsh
Revival of 1904, 1
gave my heart to the
Lord Jesus under the

ministry of Seth
Joshua, one of its
leaders. Therefore,

what happened then
in Wales holds a
precious personal in-
terest for me, and I
remember clearly the stir caused by that
great visitation of God’s grace.

A halo is usually thrown about every-
thing now, in retrospect, and the magni-
tude of the Welsh Revival is easily exag-
gerated by enthusiasts. It only touched a
small, though densely populated, mining
area in South Wales. It never reached
England at all. It only lasted in full tide
for about a year. At its zenith it carried
everything before it like a spiritual tor-
rent. Many glorious lasting results re-
mained in individual conversions, some
remaining to this day. It might not be
incorrect to affirm that it prepared the
spiritual soil in the British Isles for the
Pentecostal Revival so soon to follow.
Alexander A. Boddy, the godly vicar of
All Saints, Sunderland, where the FIRE
fell in 1907, had stood with Evan Rob-
erts in Tonypandy.

Its acknowledged leader, Evan Roberts,

remained an enigma until his death in re-
cent years. He went into voluntary re-
tirement, and ceased to have any outward
ministry. The Revival faded away, and
has left those Welsh Valleys almost burnt
over for any further visitation. There is
among Welsh Christians a nostalgic long-
ing for the past, but nothing more.

All this might be only a matter of his-
tory were it not that we can learn vital
lessons to help us in our present revival
by humble considerations of certain re-
curring factors. Charles Inwood con-
fessed that it was his firm conviction that
the arrest of the Welsh Revival of 1904
was largely due to two things — racial
pride and the worship of a leader. Those
two dangers are still with us.

The great World-wide Pentecostal Re-
vival is in no danger from racial pride
Thank God it is too universally “upon all
flesh,” and is not confined to Whites o1
Colored, or East or West. But our paral-
lel danger still is PRIDE — denomina-
ticnal pride. I confess that even though
it is my pleasure to publish impressive
statistics in the magazine “PENTE-
COST” with reference to great meetings
the growth of our denominations in mem-
bership, and the amounts we give to mis-
sions, I begin to do so with trembling
Pride in mere bigness will surely land us
in a spiritual desert. And particularly
if we boast against other Movements ox
denominations. Only by a continuing and
deepening humility can our Pentecostal

Movement hope to survive as a spiritual
force upon the earth.

The other danger of worship of a lead-
er also is not with us in the sense of one
dominant personality such as Evan Rob-
erts, or a generation earlier, John Alex-
ander Dowie. But the constant tempta-
tion remains to worship outstanding and
successful personalities. I must confess
that I tremble when I see any man’s pic-
ture meeting me too constantly in any
periodical, and any man’s name being
made the center of an organization or
denomination. I want to keep unpreju-
diced. I want to do justice to our modern
methods of propaganda and the declared
need nowadays of “build-up” for a per-
sonality aiming to impress the public for
evangelistic purposes. Some of the amaz-
ingly successful results almost crush my
feeble conscientious protests. At present
all seems well. But I cannot escape the
tremendous witness of the Bible and of
Church History. I have lived long enough
to see some sad things happen within my
own knowledge. I do not want to see them
repeated. I pray for my brethren in the
dazzling limelight of such merciless pub-
licity that they may be preserved from
the shafts of the evil done.

But the responsibility rests upon the
multitude in the final analysis. It is with
those who may read this column. It is
not the idol, but the idolaters, that make
history. We can refuse, if we will, to so
foolishly idolize those whom the Spirit of

never taken a dime for himself, but rather
pours his own earnings into its treasury
so that additions and improvements can
continually be made. While other men are
sleeping, fishing, or enjoying their fami-
lies, he can be found at some unlovely task
of repairing or remodeling that is neces-
sary to keeping up the square of four
large buildings that the Tabernacle now
occupies. God bless him. ‘He would never
seek any credit, but surely God has a spe-
cial reward for one so sacrificial.

Reward? Yes, I suppose there must be
some reward in thinking of the hundreds
of souls who have been saved here, and
gone out into other parts of the world to
work for God...to see his children, and
the children of his faithful associates
standing with them in this work . .. to re-
ceive inspiring letters from men in high
places, such as the famous evangelist,
Hyman Appelman, to whom God gave him
as a friend and spiritual counsellor...
to see large numbers of happy young peo-
ple enjoying the benefits of the youth
camps his church sponsors each year...
to see lonely servicemen swarming in to
fine Christian fellowship in the beautiful
“Youth Center,” which was just a dilapi-
dated old house until he got through with
it...to see preparation under way for
our weekly 45-minute television program,
made possible because of his business
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dealing ... Yes, I hope he finds joy in
viewing some such fruits of his life.

Greed for material wealth is unknown
to him. His motive in working hard in
business is to be able to make life more
comfortable for others, and have the
means to further the Gospel in many dif-
ferent phases. And if all the money he
has ever loaned to help people were re-
turned, he would never need work another
day, but he would — for the vigor and
drive that propels this benevolent man
would never let him rest as long as there
is a job to be done.

Perhaps it’s for such reasons that God
has allowed him to prosper and be in
splendid health, pursuing a routine that
would kill most of us —and it is my
prayer that God will leave him here tc
go about doing good for another fifty
years, and then maybe I would be willing
to bear his absence.

As I conclude this sketch in his little
study, surrounded by some of the hun-
dreds of wonderful old books that he has
picked up for meager prices in second-
hand bcok stores everywhere, I am thank-
ful for being given the opportunity of
writing these few paragraphs about a
man of whom his Mother says, “I wish I
could have had twenty just like him” ...
and I agree that the world would have
been a much better place.

(6) A Demon of Criticism

This is another demon that should be
guarded against with every ounce of your
strength. He, too, has great power. He
can prevail upon one who is a bit dissatis-
fied with things as they are and, before
the person realizes it, he will find himself
or herself possessed with a critical spirit
which causes divisions and trouble no end.
He will endeavor to get you to criticize
your pastor, your church, the leaders of
your church and anyone in authority, to
disrupt the harmony of your church and
surroundings. These demons of power
come right out of the pit of hell, and some
people ignorantly follow their dirty, foul
suggestions. Friends, don’t do it any
more, for Christ’s sake.

(7) Demon of Imagination

Some people try to walk by feelings
instead of by God’s Word. Your feelings
may run rampant. Your thoughts can be
so tormented by these demons of imagi-
nation that they will cause you not to
study God’'s Word of promise, and obey
it. The Lord told us to be shod with the
“preparation of the gospel of peace.”
Without God's Word in your life, to stabi-
lize and guide you, you will stumble and
fall. You will fall because you will not
have made preparation to fight the devil.
If you go by your feelings, instead of by
God’s Word you will never be established
in the faith, for God’'s Word tells us in II
Corinthians 10:4, 5—

“ ..The weapons of our warfare are
not carnal, but mighty through God to
the pulling down of strongholds;

“Casting down imaginations, and
every high thing that exalteth itself
against the knowledge of God, and
bringing into captivity every thought
to the obedience of Christ.”

God will permit the devil to attack you
to try and prove you. The trials you go
through will do for you one of two things;
they will either cause you to run toward
Jesus for help, or will cause you to run
away from God. Your trials will cause
you to want to attend a prayer meeting
and study God's Word, or they will cause
you to want to attend a picture show.

“GOD WORKS IN MYSTERIOUS WAYS HIS
WONDERS TO PERFORM'

Many years ago, as a young man, I was
working on a farm about 1'2 miles from
Hamilton, New Zealand. On one occasion
we had some cows grazing on a neighbor’s
place some few miles away. My employer
sent me to see how they were getting on
and to bring back all that were ready.
I found that none of them were ready to
come home so I started back. My mare
that I was riding, was very light in the
mouth and easy to handle. In fact, she
was a pet.

I came home by a track that ran
through what was then known as the Te
Rapa flax swamp. It ran towards Frank-
ton Junction and ended at a railway cut-
ting known as the Devil’s Elbow, a very
dangerous cutting.

As I came down the hill on to the flat
at a fairly fast canter, I saw the train in
the distance, but I was not bothered by
it as I knew (or thought I knew) that I
could pull up in plenty of time. However,
when I got to the cutting and started to
pull in my horse, which I have just said
was very easy to handle, she would not
pull up and seemed as if she had got the
bit in her teeth. It looked as if we were
going to smash into the train.

I never rode with spurs (a good horse
should need no spurs) but I cut her hard
with my stock whip. I drove her relent-
lessly, and she cleared the rails in one
jump right in front of the train. It was so
close that the wind from the train took
my hat right up the line.

Now comes the strange thing. My mare
pulled up just as though nothing had hap-
pened and started grazing at the side of
the road, not a tremble out of her, but I
sat and shook from head to foot till I
thought I would fall out of the saddle.

I was not saved then, and when I got
home my employer’s wife looked at me and
said, “Leonard, whiat has happened?” I
said, “Oh, nothing.” She said, “Yes, there
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is something. You are as white as a
ghost. I have just been on my knees pray-
ing for you. What has happened? Tell
me.”

So, I told her what had happened and
I finished up by saying, “I suppose I
ought to thank my lucky stars that I am
still alive to tell the tale.” She looked me
straight in the eyes and said, “Leonard,
you ought to thank your God that you are
still alive and in His day of Grace. The
Lord impressed me that there was some-
thing wrong and I have been on my knees
asking God to protect you.”

That night I could not sleep. Those
words kept ringing in my ears, “Alive
and in His day of Grace.” Whatever had
that to do with me?

I had been brought up in a Christian
home, and I came to New Zealand as a
very young man—a youth of 19 years of
age—totally unsaved but very self-right-
eous. I never smoked, I did not drink, I
didn’t curse and swear like many of my
mates — not much anyway. I thought I
was quite all right. I could not see what
God could possibly have against me. But
after that eventful day, God broke me
completely up, and showed me I was not
what I thought I was, not by a long way.
I saw myself a sinner in God’s sight
“Condemned Already,” and for two
months I had a terrible time. Satan did
his utmost and used every argument to
keep me from yielding to Christ. My em-
ployer and his wife saw I was under deep
convicticn and prayed the harder. Finally
their prayers brought VICTORY.

when the present revival began some
eight years ago, a large percentage of
our people as well as ministers confessed
that they had never witnessed a single
miracle. Most of the other gifts of the
Spirit were little in evidence except to be
discussed academically in Bible classes.

But now has come a refreshing. Divine
healing is again mightily in evidence and
is being restored to its rightful place in
the Church. Yet, there are other gifts that
God is bringing back to His people. The
gift of discernment, and the word of
knowledge are being evidenced. Though
strange as it may seem, the manifestation
of a new gift always brings a certain
amount of questioning.

We have seen the gift of discernment
and the word of knowledge in evidence in
men such as Brother Branham and others.
While some oppose these gifts, the effect
of their operation has had most profound
results in bringing people to repentance.
One of the great difficulties in praying
for the sick in masses is that many people
will come forward to be healed, and at
the same time have unconfessed an un-
forsaken sin. When sin is exposed through
these gifts it produces a tremendous effect
on the Church. In apostolic days, the
manifestation of such gifts caused great
fear to come upon the Church. This hap-
pened in the case of Ananias and Sap-
phiras who sought to bring deception into
the congregation. It will be necessary that
such gifts be in operation within the
church if it is to be purified from the chaff
and the dross. God wants a holy people.

PROPHECY

The ministry of prophecy will return
to the church in increasing intensity. No
prophetic utterance is to be compared to
the authority of the Seriptures, but it is
given for instruction, comfort and edifica-
tion. True we have seen the gift of
prophecy in some evidence in the past,
but in many cases such gifts have not
been properly developed. When fully
matured, that which is spoken in the
Sﬁirit of prophecy will contain revelation.
This is not new revelation of doctrine
(which the Scriptures have fully estab-
lished, but the application of God’s word).
(I Cor. 14:26.) Prophecy becomes distinc-
tive when it has the element of revelation
in it. We refer the reader to some beau-
tiful prophecies in the book announced on
page 3.

DISCERNMENT

Discernment is necessary as indeed all
the gifts are. Seducing spirits are abroad
to deceive the very elect. There have been
cases even in recent years where leaders
have been seduced by evil spirits into
propagating false doctrines, and have
wrought havoc in the church. When the
gift of discernment has its proper place,
the work of such spirits will be detected
and exposed.

There will be signs, wonders and mir-
acles in great numbers in the coming
months and the world will know that the
Christ whom they crucified is indeed alive
and being manifested in His church.
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THERE WILL BE A RAPID ACCELERATION
OF WORLD EVANGELISM

Let nothing said here be interpreted to
minimize the work of any missionary past
or present. We thank God for the brave
men and women who have left all and sac-
rificed for Christ in distant lands. Many
have given their life for the gospel’s sake.
They have established the necessary
beachheads for a great work of mass
evangelism.

Nevertheless, we must confess that the
world today is far from being evangelized.
The very fact that Jesus said it must be
evangelized should spur the Church into
action to find the reason why it has not
been.

Moreover, as concerning world mis-
sions, there is another factor of the great
increase of world population which fear-
fully adds to our responsibility. During
the last hundred years more people have
lived than in all the eighteen centuries
previous! At the time of the Black Death
there were only 756 million people living
on the earth, and half of them perished
in the plague. Now two and a half billion
people live in the world!

To fulfill the command of the Great
Commission, it is necessary that the min-
istry of miracles and healing should have
full sway in world evangelism. The great
revivals of the past seven years are only
an earnest of what God is going to do in
the future. Rev. 7:9, declares that the re-
deemed will come from “all nations, and
kindreds, and people and tongues.” Some
1700 tribes have yet to have the Gospel
of John translated into their language.
This means that a tremendous work must
be done. It is going to be done as the
church works together in this great proj-
ect. There is soon going to be the greatest
missionary move in the historv of the
world.

There are other things which God has
revealed that He is about to do, which we
would like to include in this present ar-
ticle. However, this is all the space we
have for this time, and we shall continue
this subject in a succeeding issue.

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SOUTH BEND’S GREATEST REVIVAL

By Lester Sumrall

OUTH BEND is bending under the

glorious impact of its greatest spirit-

ual movement. The hearts of God’s chil-

dren are filled with praise and thanksgiv-
ing for what they have experienced.

GOD’S PROMISE

God does great things for those who
put their full trust in Him. While I was
vet in the Philippine Islands the Lord
laid upon my heart to return to South
Bend and to help the people get out from
under a great indebtedness incurred by
the purchasing of a large store building
located next door to the church. He prom-
ised me that I would see the greatest re-
vival that I had seen in South Bend, if I
would return to do this job for Him. So
upon my return I kept telling the people
that, no matter what happened when I
was here before, God would give us our
greatest revival this time. That revival
has just become history!

It is most interesting to me that the
same evangelist who helped fulfill God’s
promise to me in Manila was the same
evangelist God used to fulfill that prom-
ise in South Bend. Several years ago,
while pastoring here in South Bend, God
told me that if I would go to Manila He
would raise up a great temple and that
it would be filled with people and that
He would give me greater blessings than
I had ever had in my life. When Rev.
Erickson visited Manila God gave us a
revival in which a quarter of a million
people made a decision to serve the Lord
Jesus Christ. Great throngs of people
filled beautiful Bethel Temple and con-
tinue until this time. When the Lord was
ready to send South Bend this revival,
He again led Brother Erickson here to
conduct it; following is the story:

Brother Erickson and his party arrived
in South Bend and began services under
his big tent August the 14th. The very
first service was a tremendous success.
A great crowd was present. As Brother
Erickson had already conducted four re-
vival meetings in this community, many
of his former friends were on hand to
welcome him. The first night about 70
souls responded for salvation. How
thrilled our church was to have so many
seeking Christ the first night.

MIRACLES AND WONDERS

In the healing line, the first person to
be prayed for was Mr. Pinkham who had
a large goiter the size of a baseball on
his neck. For 15 years he had suffered this
goiter and had been unable to button his
collar. In less than a half minute the
goiter receded, became soft, and the man
reached up and buttoned his collar. It was
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Brother Pinkham

thrilling to watch the congregation when
they saw that miracle. Brother Pinkham
was present each night of the revival
meeting and on the last day of the meet-
ing was baptized in water and has become
associated with the church.

From night to night the conversions be-
came more and more wonderful and so
did the healings. It was thrilling to all of
us how men responded to salvation, and
the enthusiastic manner in which they
would testify of the saving power of God.

One of the thrilling moments in the
healing line was when two brothers who
were born deaf mutes came for prayer.
They were brought to the revival by their
parents and before the service were in a
nearby restaurant and told the owner
(who saw that they, the boys, could
neither hear or speak) that they came to
be healed. The owner of the restaurant,
who came to see the miracle, watched
these two deaf and dumb brothers in-
stantly delivered and both heard and

spoke on the platform. A wave of glory
and rejoicing went over the entire au-
dience.

A weman who was deaf and dumb was
also healed the same night and this was
especially marvelous because she imme-
diately spoke full sentences and her hear-
ing was perfect.

A young man came to be prayed for,
who had been give up by the doctors, with
cancer in both lungs. This young man
was prayed for and the next day he
vomited up chunks of flesh and blood.
After this he became so hungry that he
ate a large meal. He came to the services
night after night thrilled with the mighty
power of God.

A boy about 12 years old who could not
see without his thick glasses, stood before
Rev. Erickson. He could not see faces on
the front row of the tent from the plat-
form. After prayer, he was able to count
fingers right to the back of the tent. This
simply thrilled the congregation and the
boy. He came other nights to show that
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his healing stood and that he could count
Brother Erickson’s fingers right to the
back of the tent. He does not wear glasses
anymore.

HEALED IN CONGREGATION

Samuel Hailey had palsy and could not
hold his hand still. He was instantly
healed. He also had been deaf since he
was 2 years of age. At the time, he was
wearing a $312.00 hearing aid. Something
happened in his ear that caused the hear-
ing aid to drop out; it did not fit any
longer. Also, he had eye trouble. He was
completely healed of his deafness, his
palsy, and of his eye trouble, while sitting
in the congregation. Night after night,
Mr. Hailey testified to the healing power
of God, which thrilled the entire congre-
gation. He is saved, has been baptized in
water, and regularly attends church.

THE CROWDS GREW

Night after night the crowds increased
until the last night, which was the largest
crowd we had. The tent was filled right
to the edge and people were standing
around the tent looking on. We are sure
that this was the largest crowd we have
ever had in this city.

PASTOR-EVANGELIST RELATIONS

No doubt one difficulty regarding these
great city wide revivals has been the rela-
tionship between the evangelist and the
pastors. In the revival in South Bend
there was perfect accord between the pas-
tors and the evangelist. We found Broth-
er Erickson cooperative and sympathetic

in turn, were definitely interested in all
the needs of Brother Erickson. The finest
of harmony prevailed which became con-
tagiovs throughout the congregation.

FINANCE WAS VICTORIOUS

Another difficulty often mentioned
about this type of revival is finance. We
were able to sponsor this great revival
meeting and at the same time Rev. Erick-
son was interested in the needs of the
church. The budget of the revival was
fully met and every need of the church
was provided. No sweeter harmony could
have prevailed than to have the needs of
both church and evangelist being met dur-
ing the campaign.

SUNDAY SCHOOL PROMOTION

Our Sunday school grew during the
Erickson campaign. The first Sunday he
was here our Sunday School had 1,043
present. The second Sunday we had 1,284
present. The last Sunday we had 1,438
present. We would like to say that this
Sunday School growth was 75 per cent
in the Adult Department. Brother Erick-
son encouraged the people to support the
Sunday School and for his interest in our
local growth we certainly do thank him
and thank the Lord.

BAPTISMAL SERVICE

The last day of the revival, on Sunday
morning in the church, we conducted the
largest baptismal service in the history
of the church. Brother Erickson and I
together entered the baptismal tank and
alternated in baptizing the converts. It
was simply thrilling! It took us over an
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hour to baptize the men and women who
had given their hearts to the Lord Jesus
Christ. This was certainly a fitting climax
to the services.

THE FINAL NIGHT

The last night of the great tent revival
was in every way the greatest. At the
altar call Brother Erickson first asked
for men only. Almost fifty men stepped
forward to receive Christ; then he asked
for ladies and young people. Other men
stepped forward with the ladies and
young people until there was about a
total of 150 unconverted people standing
before him to receive the Lord Jesus
Christ. It was a thrilling hour. How we
did rejoice to see so many step forward
to receive Jesus Christ!

Alsc, the healing line on the last night
was marvelous. There were several hun-
dred to be prayed for. God’s anointing
was upon Brother Erickson very strongly
as he prayed for them. In fact, God’s
anointing filled the entire tent. People
were healed everywhere. Each one that
came before him would almost drop to the
floor under the anointing of God. The
lady in charge of the printing press in
our church was so deaf that we could
hardly converse with her. She had been
almost totally deaf since a child. God
touched her on this last night and her
hearing was amazingly improved. She
discarded her hearing aid and returned to
her doctor for a check up. The doctor was
amazed that such a tremendous change
had taken place.

AFFERWARD

The Thursday night following our re-
vival the great tabernacle auditorium was
three-fourths filled for the week night
Bible study. It was our largest crowd to
attend a regular week night meeting. The
next Sunday, which was Labor Day week-
end, and one of the hardest days of the
year for church attendance, we had 1,257
in Sunday School and had to send the
children to Junior Church early and have
the choir remain on the platform in order
to seat the people!

We believe that this is the pattern for
these great revivals which are sent from
God in these last days. When the pastors
and evangelists team up harmoniously for
an all-out battle against sin, sickness and
Satan, there is just one result possible—
VICTORY!
