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NIXON LOSES ELECTION BY TWO VOTES IN EACH PRECINCT

ITHOUT DOUBT the most significant event of the com-

ing year, and perhaps for the whole decade, will be the
assumption to the American presidency by a Roman Catholic
on January 20. As most everyone knew for many weeks,
Senator Kennedy's election was foreshadowed in all the polls,
by what appeared to be a substantial several million majority.
Then suddenly something happened. The tide turned so fast
that although Mr. Kennedy won, it was only by a razor-thin
plurality. The election proved to be so amazingly close, that
only when the last returns were in, was the issue finally de-
termined. The New York Times noted that an average of only
two votes per precinct — equivalent to the vote of just one
family — could have reversed the election!

Now when the polls showed Senator Kennedy with such a

large majority, 53-47% (which represents nearly four million
difference) what "happened that turned the tide so fast, that
instead of millions, the plurality was trimmed down to thou-
sands? There is little doubt that the answer lies to a great
extent in what happened to Puerto Rico a few days before
the U.S. election. Protestants had been told by Mr. Kennedy at
Houston, Texas, the American Catholics believed in full sepa-
ration of church and state, that Catholics on American soil
would never under any circumstances demand that their ad-
herents vote on a religious basis. Mr. Kennedy seemed so
sincere, and having given his word of honor as to the policy
of the Roman Church in America, that the people as a whole
believed him, and apparently Mr. Kennedy believed what he
had said himself. Most comimentators have expressed their be-
lief that Mr. Kennedy’s statement at Houston, Texas, which
was re-telecast over the country, was what disarmed the Pro-
testants and started the tide in his favor.
Then came startling, almost unbelievable news. In Puerto Rico,
which is strictly American territory, the Catholic bishops, not-
withstanding the embarrassment that it would cause Mr. Ken-
nedy at this time, deliberately chose to show to the world that
politics was a part of the Catholic religion and the Vatican
backed them up. They told their people that they must not
vote for one Luis Munos Marin for governor, and if they did,
they would commit “mortal sin”. Now let us get the matter
clear. The bishops were within their right to advise their people
as to whom they thought was the proper one to vote for. But
here is the great gulf of difference between Catholics and
Protestants. The Catholic Church has reserved the right to
enforce their decrees under penalty of making disobedience
a “mortal sin”, and by binding and loosing in purgatory. In
other words there is always an ominous threat of a penalty
if the people do not obey.

It is interesting to note that the people of Puerto Rico,
alerted by the issue in the U.S. election, rejected the prelates’
order and elected Mr. Marin by an overwhelming vote. And
America, too, was watching. The prelates’ action startled and
alerted the voters of America. Had the events in Puerto Rico
happened only a few days sooner, there seems little doubt that
the election would have gone the other way. America had
awakened, but just hours too late.

We do not blame Mr. Kennedy for the action of the
Puerto Rico bishops and the Vatican. He trusted them and
they betrayed him. The Senator, apparently had himself hon-
estly believing that the Roman Church in America stands for
separation of church and state. Now that the policy has been
forever made clear, Mr. Kennedy should prove his sincerity
by admitting he was mistaken. This, of course, would require
unusual moral courage and probably is asking too much.

As to Mr. Kennedy's personal qualifications for presidency,
this belongs to the political sphere and is not the proper mat-
ter for us to discuss. Time will demonstrate Mr. Kennedy's
abilities or the lack of them. For good or ill he has been
elected to America’s highest office. We may expect the new
president to be a man of action, who will move rapidly to
initiate many new political and economic experiments. As the
chief magistrate of our land, it is our duty to pray for Mr.
Kennedy that his decisions will not affect adversely the spread-
ing of the gospel.

MORE STRAWS IN THE WIND FOR 1961 — THE
ARCHBISHOP OF CANTERBURY VISITS THE POPE

Even as this article is written, the startling announcement
is made that the Archbishop of Canterbury (leader of the
English Church), Geoffrey Fisher, plans to visit the Pope.
What‘is the significance of this visit — the first of its kind
since the reformation? We are told that it is more than a
courtesy call. It may be the first step toward a rapprochement.
It is well known that Pope John XXIII, is ecumenical-minded
and entertains a secret hope of the unification of all Christen-
dom (on Catholic terms). We would not rebuff any honest
attempt by the Pope for religious tolerance. But to be sincere
he must start at the right place. The first step is to bring a
halt to the persecution of Protestants by Catholic officials in
various countries. We would not hinder a Catholic from hav-
ing liberty to propagate his religion. It is brazen effrontery on
their part not to give Protestants the same privilege. What
is going to happen? Will the Protestants in the 60’s under the
pressure of the world menace of Communism, be lured into a
strange coalition with the Catholic Church? Such an event
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would have the most ominous significance, when we consider
the fact that Rome, “The city that sitteth on the seven hills”
spoken of in Revelation 17, is doomed to utter destruction.

God specifically warns against any kind of union with those
that have been marked for divine judgment. (Read I Kings 20:
30-34 and 42 and see what happened to Ahab, who made a
covenant with a king appointed to destruction.) God has said
in this case of the “woman who sitteth on the seven hills”,
“Come out of her my people, that ye be not partakers of her
sins . . .” (Rev. 18:4)

ONE BRIGHT PICTURE
What is the religious outlook for 1961 and after? Well the
picture is not all dark. Indeed, there are some surprisingly un-
expected and promising developments. The Pentecostal revival
is now leaping denominational walls into the old-line denomi-
nations. News papers and news magazines are giving generous
space in telling how that people in Episcopal churches and
others, are receiving the baptism of the Holy Ghost in large
numbers. This has become a remarkably strong trend. Who
would have supposed ten years ago that the .
World Council of Churches would put out
a tract calling for the return to the Baptism
of the Holy Ghost to the churches and even
the speaking in other tongues? Who would
have supposed that a Pentecostal minister
would be invited to give lectures on the
baptism of the Holy Ghost in such schools
as Princeton, Yale and others? Who would
have supposed that they would have per-
mitted articles on Pentecost, without one
word deleted, to be printed in the main
publications? Yes we are going to see some
tremendous and unexpected movings of
the Spirit in the nominal churches—devel-
opments that will confound all predictions.
The main question now is whether the Full
Gospel people who have long basked in
the blessings of Pentecost, will cool off and
find that God has moved on ahead of them.
Alas, we see such a trend emerging in
certain places. Second generation Pente-
costals having not known the glory of the Lord as it fell on
their fathers are tending to gravitate into a professional minis-
try. There is a so-called popular ministry which knows no
great searchings of heart, no tears for a heaven-sent revival,
no weeping over the sins of the people, no burden for the lost,
no crying for the supernatural manifestation of the Spirit, no
deep awareness of the swift advance of the great and notable
day of the Lord. Such a ministry is taken up to a great extent
with the superficial and professional requirements of the min-
istry. There is no time for crying out to God for revival, that
America be spared as the day of reckoning approaches. Thus
it was in the days of Ezekiel. God looked for intecessors, but
found them not.
“And I sought for a man among them, that should
make up the hedge, and stand in the gap before me
for the land, that I should not destroy it: but I found
none. Therefore have I poured out mine indignation
upon them; I have consumed them with the fire of
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my wrath: their own way have I recompensed upon
their heads, saith the Lord God.” (Ezek. 22:30-31)

OMINOUS DEVELOPMENTS IN THE MILITARY FIELD

Recently America has breathed easier. For a long time peo-
ple had been worried about the missile gap. The Reds had
perfected the intercontinental missile which could carry a
hydrogen bomb warhead all the way to America in 30 minutes.
Russia was making these missiles in great numbers. The U. S.
was behind in the race. Should a trigger-happy dictator in the
Kremlin, in a careless moment decide to press the button for
a surprise attack, it was within the realms of possibility that
American bases would be so completely wiped out that there
would be no opportunity for “massive retaliation.” Or Red
China might get the atomic bomb, and make the initial
attack with Russia standing aside and letting the belligerents
destroy each other. These were fearful things to think about.

Then came the perfection of the atomic submarine with
its Polaris. Atomic submarines in secret underwater locations,
each carrying 16 missiles apiece, each ready to send their mis-
siles into the heart of Russia—seemed to be
a sufficient deterrent to make the Commun-
ists fear to launch a surprise attack.

But now strange news is coming out of
Russia. The Soviets, it is believed have
discovered an anti-missile missile, which
will seek out an enemy rocket with the
atomic warhead and destroy it harmlessly
in midair. The U.S. intelligence department
is sounding a warning that there may be
real truth in this rumor. Russia specializes
on a few crucial things rather than many.
They specialized on the intercontinental
missile, on the satellite, on hitting the
moon, on the big power thrust. It is known
that today Russia has mobilized a vast army
of scientists to develop the anti-missile mis-
sile. If the above rumor proves true, it
would be terrifying news indeed. If not yet
true, it is quite possible that sometime in
the sixties we shall receive the news that
Russia has developed and perfected the
anti-missile missile. Such a development might render impotent
our retaliatory power.

CASTRO—1961 AND AFTER

Ninety miles from America is the land of Cuba. Many peo-
ple, at one time, had hope that Castro would bring liberty
and prosperity to Cuba. Instead he has ushered in an era qf
violence. Given to emotional frenzies, and erratic actions, his
wild irresponsibile political and economic maneuvering has
reduced the land of Cuba to poverty. Now in deep trouble,
Castro is acting violently. Through a series of govemmeqtal
directives he has nationalized American property and social-
ized the country. In so doing he has drained the Cuban
treasury dry. Only Russia can save him from disaster, and
Russia seems willing to do just that. Khrushchev has promised
to support Castro with tanks and jets, plus a threat that if any
one interferes with Castro, Russia may use the hydrogen bomb.

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A true story of what happened when a mob whipped
and beat a man of God.

FTER our Oklahoma campaigns, we returned to Ar-

kansas, where we went to a very rough community,
Many of the men in that town wore red handkerchiefs around
their necks and carried a gun and a pair of brass knuckles.
We started a campaign in this community, and scores were
converted which caused a stir among a certain group of peo-
ple. So the town was divided. I had warned the people of the
coming Judgment and pled with them to turn to the Lord and
quit their wicked ways, which many did. But a mob of boot-
leggers that made booze and sold it formed against me.

One night at the close of the meeting, this mob hid behind
the building till after everyone had left. As we turned off the
lights and came out of the door, they sneaked up and grabbed
us. They carried us around by the jailhouse, and one of the
party said, “Where is the key?” The leader said, “We're not
going to put them in jail. We have other plans.” So they
marched us down a street alongside the river.

I offered no resistance, but committed it all to the Lord. As
we came near the end of the street, there was a large tree
and one cried and said, “There is the place.” The thought came
to my mind that perhaps they were going to hang us to one
of the limbs, but instead they said: “Carry them on over the
river.” Being near the river I thought they were going to tie
a rope around my neck and throw me in the river, but instead
they turned to the left, by the railroad. Then the thought came
that they were going to tie me to a rail, (it was only about
twenty minutes to the time for a fast train) and they would
let the train run over me and cut me up.

Reader you can't imagine how you would feel, if you
thought you were going to be dead in the next twenty minutes.
I thought of how I might have improved my life and done more
for the Lord. I had also the sadness that would come
to my homefolks, especially my father. But I was ready to go
and was reconciled to the Lord, and said to myself, “These
little afflictions of suffering will not be worthy to be compared
to the glory that he reveals to us over there.” Then I thought,
“Tomorrow, while the newspapers play it up that I had been
killed, and while my folks and friends will be sad, I would
be up in heaven walking the golden streets and having dinner
with Jesus.”

WHIPPED FOR CHRIST'S SAKE

While these things were going through my mind and I had
consented to death, and was willing to go, the leader of the
mob, instead of tying me to a rail, said, “Take him through
that wire fence, out where the rest of the bunch is.” And I
looked and it was beside a small lake of water and they had
gasoline torches hanging on trees and small tables with kegs
of beer below. They were drinking and gambling and carrying
on. The leader said, “"Well here they are boys. Cut you a big
hickory switch. We are going to give them a whipping.”

Well you don’t know how glad and happy I was to know
that I was go'ng to be whipped instead of killed, and that 1
would have perhaps some more time to work for the Lord
and to win souls.

They cut a switch about six feet long, and were not particu-
lar in cutting the small limbs off and leaving sharp snouts along
the switch. They made me remove my coat and pulled my shirt
around my neck. Then one man pulled me over forward till
my chin touched my knees, and propped me against his knees,
to hold me steady and solid for the licks they gave me. Of
course being bent over the whip would cut a gash from four
to six inches long. And the man whipped me with both hands,
like whipping a horse.

Well, as first it hurt severly, but the Lord spoke to me and
said, “You remember in My Word that 1 promised that if
thou canst believe all things are possible. So believe it won't
hurt any more.” So I did this and the remainder of the whip-
ping was only like some children hitting me with strings.

After it was
all over, as I
went to walk,
blood sloshed in
my shoes like I had
waded in water. And
the place where they
had whipped me was
about six to eight inches
square, just like you had
taken a hammer and beat-
en up a beefsteak to fry.
I had wondered if I could stand
things like this, like my Lord
did and the early apostles, and
to bear the marks of the Lord
Jesus about in my body, for the
Gospel's sake. Now I had a
chance to witness it and to my
surprise instead of hating these
men and wishing them harm,
a great love bubbled in my soul
and I loved them and pitied
them. The glory of the Lord
so overshadowed me that I nev-
er felt so near to heaven, and
God so real, in all the days of
my life.

THE VISIT OF THE ANGEL

Well, the mob said “Get out
of town tonight, or we will kill
you.” As we walked down the
railroad to the edge of the town,
I asked the brother who was
with me to take hold of me. I
felt like 1 was floating in air as
I walked. Then all at once the
Lord sent an angel who stood
by me and spoke to me. You
know the Bible says that angels
are ministering spirits unto them
who are heirs of salvation, and
on this occasion the Lord
opened my understanding and let me actually know this.

We sat by the railroad praising and rejoicing in the Lord.
In the meantime word had gotten out in the town about the
preacher being mobbed. Some men grabbed their guns and
started looking for the mob, saying, “We are going to protect
that preacher.” Not finding the mob, they started looking for
me. Then this same angel appeared to them and told them
where I was. Then the angel disappeared. This frightened
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them, for everyone in the party saw the angel, and they would
make an affidavit today of the same.

We saw them coming and thought it was the mob after us
again to see that we had gotten out of town. But instead our
hearts were made glad when we saw that it was friends of
Christ who had come to help us. Two of the party, a man
and his daughter were converted, after seeing the angel.

Well the next day we went back into town, walked up
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and down the streets, and went to see some of the people
that were in the mob to tell them that we loved them and
were willing to forgive them, and were praying for their salva-
tion. One of the men I went to see went out the back door
and around into a cafe. I went into the cafe and he ran to
the back door. But it was hooked, and he ran through the
screen door, breaking it.

THE VISIT OF THE LAWYER

During the day a lawyer came over from the county seat
and wanted to see me. He examined me and said, “This is a
clear state case, and we can sue them.” Two of the mob were
wealthy. The lawyer fixed some papers and said if 1 would
sign them that I would not even have to appear in court; that
he would bring witnesses to examine me. That if I would
let him take the matter to court, he would guarantee me ten
thousand dollars for my part. He even offered me the money
in advance.

I prayed over the matter and Romans 12:19, came to me.
“Vengeance is mine; I will repay saith the Lord”, and “Be
not overcome with evil but overcome evil with good.” So I
said to the lawyer, “I'm going to turn this case over to the
Lord and lay this ten thousand dollars up in heaven for future
rewards. I will turn these men over to the Lord to deal with
them as He sees fit.” The lawyer got angry, and said, “You
are a fool. Why if I had been there, 1 would have helped
them whip you!” But I left the case in the Lord's hands and
prayed a prayer like this: “Lord now I put these men in
your hand. I don’t wish them any harm. I have no ill-will in
my heart, and if possible save them. If they are not going to
be saved, then deal with them as you see fit.”

FIVE MEN DEAD IN 90 DAYS!

Friends I tell you what happened. In less than ninety days,
five of these men died. In about thirty days after this experi-
ence one of the men of the mob who was a janitor at the high
school was going across the school yard early one morning
and fell with a stroke. Before they could get him home, he
was dead.

The man who whipped me like a brute worked for the rail-
road company. One day as they were backing up some box cars
he was getting ready to couple the rubber airhose brake.
As he took hold of the airhose to connect the cars together,
his foot got hung up some way. His hand slipped and as the
cars were backing up, his head was caught between two
large pieces of metal and he was crushed flat, his brains run-
ning out on the ties. O, it was a horrible death!

Another man was a banker. His bank went broke and
they had to close it up. He got T.B. and they sent him out
west to Arizona to a higher climate. While there he lost his
mind and died.

One of the men of the mob was a doctor. Someone said
to him, “Doc, aren’t you afraid of the Lord’s punishment after
helping to whip that preacher, that man of God?” He said,
“No, we would be better off if all the preachers were killed
and the churches burned.” A few days later he got a call from
someone sick in the country. He said, “Son, get my buggy and
pony ready while I fix up some medicine.” When the son re-
turned he called his dad but there was no answer. He found
him slumped over a table. The son ran to get another doctor.
He came and pronounced him dead. He was dead and in hell
a few days after making his boast that he was not afraid,
after laying his hand on a man of God. “Touch not mine
anointed and do my prdphets no harm.” (I Chron. 16:22,
Psm. 105:15)

The wrath of God was against the town that put approval
on the mob. Later a tornado came and dropped right down
where the mob laid hands on the preacher, and blew the main
business section away, killing and wounding many.

Of course, I was made sad to know this had happened to
these men and the town, but I had committed it to the Lord,

DO THE PEOPLE THAT TARRY RE-
CEIVE A DEEPER EXPERIENCE
THAN THE PEOPLE WHO RECEIVE
THE HOLY GHOST INSTANTLY?

Had this been true Paul would have

backslidden. According to some people
he must have received a bogus experi-
ence. He reecived the Holy Ghost sud-
denly. The disciples at Samaria must
have received a bogus experience. Do
you suppose they backslid because they
received the Holy Ghost too soon after
conversion? Peter knew that those
young converts received the Holy Ghost
as he did at the beginning (Acts 10:47
11:15). They received this experience
while Peter was yet preaching, before
he made the altar call. Did Peter tell
them they received a bogus experience
because they received it too suddenly?
Does the Holy Ghost come in parts, or
does this experience come instantly?
(Acts 2:2).
IF PEOPLE RECEIVE THE HOLY
GHOST, TOO SUDDENLY WILL
THEY FAIL TO SEEK GOD AFTER
THEY ARE FILLED?

If people are healed too suddenly
will they fail to seek God after they
are healed? It seems to me that they
will have more faith to believe God for
things than the people who had to beg
God for forty years. If you have to
beg God for healing forty years you
will be apt to be discouraged and your
faith will be greatly affected.

If you are saved too suddenly does
that mean you will not pray after you
are saved? I think it would accelerate
your faith to the place that you would
be inspired to pray for more people
instead of thinking you must pray for
one person all your life. According lo
your reasoning Paul failed to seek the
Lord later, because he received the Holy
Ghost when hands were laid on him.
IF GOD DOES NOT FILL A CHRIST-
IAN AS SOON AS HANDS ARE LAID
ON HIM DOES THAT MEAN THAT
HE IS IN SIN?

Not every time. It may mean that his
faith is not sufficient because of some-

one’s teaching that he must tarry and
wait for years. It could mean that the
anointing, or the gift of miracles is
not operating at that moment. The one
that lays on hands must not do so sud-
denly. He must wait on his ministry
(Rom. 12). He that fails to receive
the Holy Ghost when hands are laid
on him does not mean he is in sin any
more than someone failing to receive
healing by laying on of hands would
mean that he was a sinner. It means
someone built doubts instead of faith.
DO YOU THINK WE SHOULD TAR-
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RY TO RECEIVE THE HOLY GHOST?

If there is any tarrying to receive
the Holy Ghost it is not God’s fault.
It is the seeker’s fault. People should
be healed instantly; but if the anointing
is. not there for them to be healed inst-
antly, then it is possible for them to
be healed by prayer and the laying on
of hands. If the gifts are not working
for Mark 16:17 to be put into action,
then people may yet be healed accord-
ing to James 5:14-15.

It is the will of God for people to

receive the Holy Ghost immediately
after they are saved (Acts 2:38-39).
All saved people are ready for the Holy
Ghost. Anyone who is ready to go to
heaven in the presence of God is ready
to receive the Holy Ghost.
DO YOU KNOW OF A BIBLICAL
ACCOUNT OF PEOPLE TARRYING
TO RECEIVE THE HOLY GHOST
AFTER PENTECOST?

We don’t have many accounts. In
Samaria, Peter and John came down
and prayed for the people to be filled
with the Holy Ghost. Then they laid
hands on them, and they received the
Holy Ghost (Aects 17-19). This does
not infer that they tarried.

Ananias went and laid hands on
Saul. He was filled with the Holy
Ghost (Acts 9:17). Saul prayed before
he arrived. Ananias talked with the
Lord before he went. No certain length
of tarrying is inferred.

WAS THE TARRYING BEFORE PEN-
TECOST FOR THE SAINTS TO GET
READY TO BE FILLED?

They were already clean. They had
their names written in heaven. They
had preached; had power over the dev-
il. The Holy Ghost had not yet been
given (John 7:37). Jesus said if He
did not go away the Holy Ghost would
not come. They waited until the Holy
Ghost was given - a dispensational reas-
on. But now the Holy Ghost is given.
We can receive what God has given
us. He commands us, “Be filled with
the Spirit” (Eph. 5:18). Now the Holy
Ghost is given to them that obey Him
(Acts 5:32).

Salvation is also given. It is the will
of God to save a sinner now. He does
not need to wait. He is not waiting for
God to get ready. God is ready the
moment he is willing to surrender and
obey. The wrong explanation causes
a sinner to believe he must wait and
work out his salvation and get better
before being saved. The wrong expla-
nation causes some Christians to think
they are not good enough to be filled
with the Holy Ghost. So according to
their faith be it unto them.
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God works in mysterzous ways bis wonders to perform. This ngbty
prmczple is evidenced in what the Lord has recently revealed to me in the

realm of the spmt.

I HAVE been a Christian 27

years and a Baptist minister 14
years. My academic and theological
education has been distinctively
Baptist. Through the years of my
ministry, I have suffered discourage-
ments, and at times what I thought
to be defeat. Yet as I look back
now, I see there was a prevailing
desire on my part to be fair-minded
and understanding of all people —
and especially of those whose in-
terpretation of the Christian faith
differed from mine. Along with this
desire to be fair-minded was the
hidden cry of my soul for a deeper experience with God.
Education nor successful pastorates had not satisfied my soul.
I was looking for some solace or sense of accomplishment
which constantly evaded my grasp. I wondered if other
preachers in the denomination were truly happy — even with
their success.

Finally, a point of climax was reached when in October
of 1959, after serving for six and one-half years as pastor of
a Baptist church in suburban St. Louis, I was forced to re-
sign. A small but very vocal minority had brought pressure to
bear upon me. All of this was a terrific blow to my ego; yet
this seeming set back was a part of God’s plan for myy life.

As a result of my leaving this church, the First Baptist
Church of Oakville came into existence. Eighty-five members
of the church I resigned established this new work and called
me to be their pastor. This was the only door that opened
to me and I knew these people loved the Lord and were con-
cerned about my ministry. So I took heart and began to work
with renewed vision.

The months passed and we entered a revival effort in Sep-
tember, 1960. During the week the evangelist and myself wit-
nessed to people in the homes and several accepted Christ as
Saviour. As I worked with this man I saw something in his
life that I lacked. He was a man who loved Christ and the
souls of men more than life itself. He was untiring and un-
ceasing in his efforts for Christ.

HE READS THE VOICE OF HEALING

On Thursday afternoon of the week of revival, my wife
showed me an article in the Voice of Healing magazine about
a Rev. John Osteen, a Southern Baptist preacher from Hous-
ton, Texas, who had received the baptism of the Holy Ghost
and was instrumental in the healing of his little spastic daugh-
ter. This was quite provoking to me; for I had always taken
a hands-off attitude toward those whom some had tabbed
“faith healers,” and besides the baptism of the Holy Ghost
was a Pentecostal term.

HE ASKS THE LORD FOR A SIGN
But God had a purpose in my seeing and reading this ar-
ticle. On Friday morning of that week, I went to my office
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early, seeking reconciliation in my thoughts to a healing min-
istry in the Twentieth Century. In my devotions I read Acts
2, on the outpouring of the Holy Spirit. As 1 concluded my
fellowship with the Lord, I asked Him to give me a sign, if
He had greater power for my life.

That sign came when I visited in the home of one of my
members. This man had just passed through a time of critical
illness, involving a serious operation. While he was hospital-
ized, I ministered to him as best I could without the anointing
of the Spirit. As I prepared to conclude my visit with him,
I was prompted to lay my hand upon his shoulder and pray.
The result being: a new compassion from the heart of God.
The Lord touched this man who needed to be made whole.
In the next couple of days he rapidly improved.

“LORD, | WANT ALL THAT YOU HAVE FOR ME.”

Later in the afternoon of this same day, the evangelist and
myself met in our church auditorium for prayer. Before we
prayed as preparation for our soul winning visitation, we dis-
cussed the 12th chapter of 1 Corinthians on the spiritual
gifts. Finally we closed the Bible and went to our knees. The
Spirit prompted me to lead. I prayed, “Lord, I want all that
you have for me. I want to spend and be spent; I am ready
to obey you no matter what the cost.” Presently 1 rose from
the kneeling position, continuing the outpouring of my soul
and instinctively my hands were lifted heavenward. Suddenly
I felt two hands come down upon my head and I heard these
words: “Lord, fill him. Lord, fill him.” At this point I col-
lapsed to the floor and continued to praise God and pour
out my soul to Him.

WORDS COME HE COULD NOT UNDERSTAND

It was Monday morning of the following week when I had
the next opportunity to really be alone and have holy fellow-
ship with the Lord. There in the quietness of my home, I be-
gan to think upon Christ and what He really meant to me.
I cried, “Jesus, you died for me! Jesus, you died for me!”
Then at the climax of this mighty experience I said, “Lord,
I love you more than life itself.” When I had uttered these
words 1 fell exhausted and overwhelmed by a powerful pres-
ence. Suddenly my lips became numb and I could not speak.
Then words bégan to flow which I could not understand.

“THESE HANDS SHALL MINISTER TO THOUSANDS"

On Tuesday the following day, while I was having my
morning devotions and while I thought upon the disease and
illness that plagued modern mankind; and as I thought about
the ministry of my Lord to the sick and the suffering, un-
consciously I extended my hands toward heaven. I seemed
to hear the words, “These hands shall minister to thousands
of people.” This resulted in my drawing back in part confus-
ion and fear. I reflected “Lord, you know what Southern
Baptists think about divine healing.” The impression came
again: “Nevertheless, my son, your hands shall minister to
thousands of people.”

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The Strange Case

of the Minority Report

Taken from the book, “Christ's Paralyzed Church X-rayed”.
by T. J. McGrossen, B.A., B.D.

Evangelist Charles S. Price went to
Vancouver, B.C., and opened meetings
there in the great Arena seating some
12,000 people. It was fairly well filled
from the start. But soon miracle after
miracle began to happen. Then several
thousands were turned away every night
for the last two weeks. Along with
others, this writer addressed audiences
outside, night after night, ranging from
two to ten thousand (the last night) af-
ter the great Arena ‘had been filled to
capacity. On at least three occasions, we
counted one thousand persons and over,
coming to God on a straight altar call
for sinners only. The average altar call
for those three weeks would be around
three hundred a night and seven nights
per week. Over 6,000 souls were saved
in those three weeks.

As soon as this great revival closed,
an Investigation Committee was ap-
pointed by several Modernistic pastors,
and Doctors who were out and out en-
emies of divine healing. Every man on
this committee, except two (one lawyer
and one minister) were bitterly opposed
to the evangelist and divine healing.
When the Majority Report was pub-
lished, these two men published a Min-
ority Report which denied the Majority
Report completely; but this Minority Re-
port was smothered, so the world never
heard of it, while the Majority Report
was broadcasted to the ends of the
earth.

HOW THEY EXPLAINED THE
MIRACLES

We had lunch with the authors of
the Minority Report the very next day
after both reports were published.The
Majority Report said: Scores of persons,
who had been cured by God through the
prayers of the Evangelist, came before
the Committee. They were all glad to
testify for the glory of God. Each one
was thoroughly examined and found to
be well. Then they were asked, what
doctor said you had cancer, tuberculosis,
inward tumor, goiter, diabetes, or what-
ever the trouble was. When they named
the doctor, they were dismissed, and
those doctors were then called before the
Committee. Then they were asked, “Did
Mr., Miss or Mrs. So and So have can-
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cer, tuberculosis, inward tumor, or goiter
or diabetes, or whatever the trouble
was?” The physician, in every case, re-
plied, “Well, I certainly thought they
had it. I gave them a very thorough diag-
nosis, and put them through every test
known to medical science.” Then some
preacher or doctor would say in sub-
stance: But, doctor, these people are now
well, and don’t you know the day of
miracles has passed? Don’t you think it
is far more likely that you made some
mistake in your diagnosis than that this
person was really cured of her cancer
by prayer?”’ Then the dear doctor, hav-
ing been taught all his life that miracles
today were impossible, and knowing that
the sick person was now well, concluded
that it was far more likely that he
had been mistaken in his diagnosis
(though he had felt absolute certain at
the time), than that such a great miracle
could have happened. It truly did put
each of these dear doctors in a hard
place.

When the doctor made this admission,
then this wise Committee reported that
So and So only imagined that he or she
had had cancer, tuberculosis, tumor,
goiter, diabetes, or whatever the trouble
was, for their own physician had ad-
mitted to the Committee that they never
did have such a disease. Thus, to all who
know the real facts, the Famous Investi-
gation Committee’s Report is utterly
worthless.

THE SHORT LEG LENGTHENED

When it came to the case of Miss
Ruby Dimmick, whose paralyzed leg
God lengthened two inches in a moment
of time, and, at the same moment, de-
veloped the calf of that leg to equal the
other, this Committee reported (without
even having consulted the only physician
who knew all the facts) that this was a
simple psychological cure. The evangel-
ist had, in some way, succeeded by his
suggestion in getting her to use her will
power and let that leg out the full
length. There was therefore no miracle
about it at all. But was Miss Ruby able
also, by her own will power, to develop
the shrunken calf of that paralyzed leg
to the same size as the other? What a
nonsensical explanation of this wonder-

ful miracle!

When Dr. Price went next to Cal-
gary, at the unanimous invitation of the
Ministers’ Association, not a preacher
was at the station to meet him. Why?
Because they had all read the report of
the Vancouver investigation Committee,
and of course believed it. Conscienti-
ously believing this report to be true, and
thinking the Evangelist a faker, they
had also persuaded the daily papers to
refuse all “ads” the evangelist might de-
sire to insert, and, in the face of the
Vancouver Report, who could blame
them? We all would have done the same
under similar circumstances.

The evangelist, however, had already
rented the great Arena seating 8,000, at
a cost of $250.00 per night for three
weeks. It looked, from the human stand-
point, as if he would sure be stranded
financially.

During that month, this writer hap-
pened to be the guest preacher at the
Grace Presbyterian Church of that city,
and so was able to tell that splendid con-
gregation the truth about the Vancouver
Committee’s Report. Then about the
third night of the meetings (which up
to that time had attracted less than a
thousand people, on account of the op-
position of all the churches and no ad-
vertising whatsoever) God began to con-
firm His word with wonderful signs fol-
lowing; and at once the Arena was
packed, and hundreds turned away. Peo-
ple then came in from fifty miles
around, and soon from one to three
hundred souls were being saved each
night.

AN INVESTIGATION DEMANDED

In this great Calgary campaign, after
some six or seven hundred sick persons
had been completely healed through
prayer, the meetings began to affect the
income of some of the doctors. Then one

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QUESTON: Would you kindly send
me the names of medical doctors who
have witnessed miracles of healing. I
believe that God is healing people to-
day, and I would like to get the testi-
monies of physicians to publish as proof
of the genuineness of the ministry of
healing.

ANSWER: From time to time we re-
ceive similar requests. THE VOICE OF
HEALING has published over the years,
a number of confirmations from physi-
cians giving documentary evidence of
miraculous healing. For obvious rea-
sons, however, many doctors do not
wish to have their names used in this
respect. It puts them on the spot before
skeptical colleagues, a situation that is
embarrassing, for most professional men.

There are many Christian physicians
who believe in Christ's power to heal,
but who are reluctant to be drawn into
controversy on the subject. Actually,
the trend in scientific circles is toward
the acceptance of this miraculous. Dr.
Alexis Carrel, a famous surgeon, and
Noble prize winner in his “Man the
Unknown”,(published in condensed form
in the Reader’s Digest) tells how that
he had been taught that miracles “never
did exist and cannot exist.” He relates
his own investigation which proved be-
yond all shadow of doubt that miracu-
lous healings do take place. He goes on

to add, “Such facts as these are of pro-
found significance, and they open to
man a new world.”

There are, of course, a large number
of skeptical physicians as there are skep-
tical preachers who find any evidence of
the supernatural disturbing and unwel-
come, and have no time or patience for
anything of this nature.

We remember specifically the case of
Ronnie Coyne, who received sight in his
plastic eye. We knew the miracle was
genuine because we had tested him our-
selves. Several times we had taped up
his good eye before audiences of sev-
eral thousand people, and had proved
beyond doubt in the presence of minis-
ters and professional men that he could
read the finest print. Nevertheless, so
incredible did the miracle seem that we
were commissioned by the officials of a
large religious organization to have him
taken to an eye specialist where after
suitable test, we might receive a writ-
ten statement as to his ability to see.

The result is a commentary on how
men are governed by their prejudices.
When we took Ronnie to the first eye
doctor a surprising thing happened. The
physician intent upon his chart never
noticed that the boy had a plastic eye!
He, of course, was not asked to examine
the eye; he was told to find out how
good he could see! He finally came to

the conclusion that one eye possessed
20/20 vision, while the other one was
(according to his statement) a little un-
der. He was sure if we brought the boy
to him he would have even better vision
in a short time!

We then took him to another eye doc-
tor. The physician’s nurse also gave him
the regular tests and told us he could
see well out of both eyes.

However, we wanted to get the doc-
tor’s statement himself. The latter de-
clared that the nurse’s test was correct,
and only after our insistence would he
undertake the test himself. Just before
he was ready to make out the state-
ment the boy could see, he noticed that
the boy had a plastic eye, and you can
imagine the result. That anyone could
see with a plastic eye is a phenomenon
that should have stirred the curiosity of
any normal person. But the good doc-
tor became almost apoplectic with rage.
He did not want his professional stand-
ing to be challenged as one who would
report any such unbelievable miracle.

Having gotten at least one physician
to attest to Ronnie’s ability to see out of
both eyes, we took the lad to the official
(who had asked us to make the test)
to test him himself. We were startled to
learn that this gentleman had no desire
to make the test under any circum-
stances!

leading physician published a letter in
the papers. In this letter he stated that
not one genuine healing could be found,
and that the evangelist was just hypnotiz-
ing the sick people and so making them
believe that they were well. He closed
his letter by urging all the doctors in
the city to meet on a certain night at
a certain place, and appoint a Calgary
Investigation Committee to prove to the
world once again that this Evangelist
was a fraud.

The evangelist, at the advice of his
friends, had appointed a committee of
three in this Calgary campaign, to se-
cure the names of every sick person who
had been prayed for and was completely
healed. As soon therefore as any person
was fully healed, they reported to this
committee, and the committee secured
a sworn affidavit from each one stating:

(1) What disease they had had; (2)
what doctor said they had had this dis-
ease; and (3) how much money they
had paid the doctor for his services.

After this physician had published his
letter, the secretary of this committee
phoned him and said: “Doctor, you say
that no one has been healed in this cam-
paign.”‘No,” he replied, and then he
abused the Evangelist. The secretary
then read to him the names of ten of
his own patients who had been com-
pletely healed, and also what each one
had paid him for doctoring the disease
which he had said they had. Then he
read the names of some ten other doc-
tors, whose patients had also been cured.
and how much money these patients had
paid to each one of them. The money
paid by these patients ran from $1,000
down to $10.00. Then the secretary said,
“Tell all these doctors that if they write

any more adverse letters in the paper,
or proceed to appoint another investiga-
tion Committee, that our committee will
enter suit against you and all these other
doctors for taking money under false
pretenses. It is needless to say that there
was no Calgary Investigation Committee
appointed. Had Dr. Price done this same
thing in Vancouver (as all of us know
who were in that great campaign), the
Vancouver Investigation  Committee

would never have been heard of.

Khrushchev will probably stop short of the bomb. In the
meantime a vast amount of arms is pouring into Cuba. What
will Castro do with these weapons? He has only revolution to
export. His plan is to aid revolutionaries of the various Latin-
American countries to foment Communist revolutions. Hon-
duras, Nicaragua and Panama are his immediate objectives.
President-elect Kennedy during election campaigning has
promised to stop Castro. Bloody possibilities lie ahead. Events
may eoccur which can close the door to revival in the Latin
countries. God's people must pray that this wave of anarchy
will be held back in 1961. The overthrow of Castro in the
near future would be the best possible news from Latin-
America.

SOCIALIZED MEDICINE IN THE 60'S?

President-elect Kennedy is for socialized medicine. Even
the medical profession is against this. The introduction of
socialized medicine could bring all serts of complications to
the people who trust God for healing. We do not see an im-
mediate danger, but the possible regimentation of people in
spheres wherein there is a possibility of jeopardizing personal
liberty, is something to be on the alert against. We are not
against doctors, who are certainly performing a commendable
service to society. But socialized medicine, and the obligations
that may be involved in bureaucratic control of such services is
not an altogether reassuring prospect. If America is not on the
alert socialized medicine may come in the 1960's.

THE WORLD EMERGENCY

Now what does all this add up to? Just this, the march of
events toward Armageddon is moving forward at a tempo
never known before. We may illustrate this with-a picture of
a dam whose foundations have been weakened by a great flood.
The sullen waters that have been impounded mount ever
higher and higher waiting the moment when the barriers give
way. When released, they will leave a path of total destruction
behind them.

The answer to the whole world problem is the bringing
back of the King. Jesus said, “If I go away, I will come again.”
But He also said, “And when this gospel of the kingdom is
preached as a witness to all the world then shall the end
come.” The Church of Jesus Christ should take warning. She
should understand that a world emergency is on and the King
cannot return until her task is done—that is the evangelization
of the world. There is no time for delay. The hour is at hand
when we must mobilize the people of God, jn prayer warfare
against the forces of darkness and in supporting the costs of
mass evangelization. We must realize that when Jesus said,
“Go ye therefore into all the world and preach the gospel to
every creature”, He meant just what he said. There is no time
to be lost; it is later than we think.
